PART 1: CHARLIE THE SEX ADDICT

MUSIC CUE-STRONG ENOUGH-SHERYL CROW

Fade house and stage out at 31 seconds in song

Fade to black takes 8 seconds

Theatre black by 40 seconds in to the song

Charlie and Jessica have 8 seconds to move in to place

Stage lights up at 48 seconds in to song-right before lyric

Slowly fade song out after 124

Followed by a long silence.

SCENE: CHARLIE AND JESSICA IN BED

A man and woman are asleep in bed...they are boyfriend and girlfriend...he wakes up...he can’t sleep...he tries to initiate sex with his girlfriend...

CHARLIE

I’m horny.

JESSICA

Charlie. Stop it.  I’m trying to sleep.

CHARLIE

I’m horny.

JESSICA

Go to sleep.

She goes back to sleep...but he can’t fall asleep...he tries again.

JESSICA (CONT’D)

Charlie, I’m serious, stop it.  

He lies there..tosses and turns...begins to jack off under the covers...she wakes up

JESSICA (CONT’D)

What are you doing?

He suddenly stops.

JESSICA (CONT’D)

Are you jacking off?

CHARLIE

No.  I have an itch.

JESSICA

Go to sleep.

She goes to sleep.  Charlie lies there bored.  He can not sleep.  He begins to jack off again. All of a sudden Jessica jumps up.

JESSICA (CONT’D)

Oh for Gods sake! This is ridiculous!  I need to sleep.  I have a very important job interview in the morning.  What the hell is wrong with you.

CHARLIE

I’m sorry, I’m sorry.

JESSICA

I’ll be on the couch.  Do not come out there!

She exits.  He continues to jack-off.  As he does two lesbians appear at the foot of his bed.  This is his fantasy.  Music and smoke.

LESBIAN 1

Oh yeah baby...jack that big cock!

LESBIAN 2

Oh yeah you big stud...jack that big cock while I eat her pussy.

He jacks off faster.  

LESBIAN 1

Oh yeah...that feels good.

LESBIAN 2

Oh yeah...I love eating your big wet pussy.

LESBIAN 1

Oh yeah Charlie...shoot on my face.

LESBIAN 2

I want to taste your cum Charlie.  Shoot in my mouth!

LESBIAN 1

Shoot in my mouth, baby!

He cums...and right away he falls asleep. Snoring. 

CHARLIE

(loud snoring)

Zzzzzzzzzz.

The lesbians look around...confused...unsure of what to do next...

LESBIAN 1

Are we done?

LESBIAN 2

Charlie are we done?  

LESBIAN 1

Can we go now?

They fade away.

SCENE: KARL ON PHONE 

KARL

I’m listening.

(beat)

I’m listening.

(beat)

But George, how I’m supposed to keep employees around here when I tell ‘em they can make 1,200 a week and their first paycheck is 300 dollars?

SCENE: JESSICA LEAVES FOR WORK

JESSICA

Charlie wake up.  I’m leaving.  How do I look.

CHARLIE

Where are you going?

JESSICA

I told you I have that job interview.

CHARLIE

Oh yeah yeah...you look great.

JESSICA

Okay, I’m going.

CHARLIE

Wait, wait, wait....gimme a kiss.

JESSICA

I don’t have time.

CHARLIE

Just a little one.

JESSICA

No...I just did my lipstick...I gotta run...I’ll see you tonight...look for a job today...

SCENE:   JESSICA INTERVIEWS-KARL STILL ON PHONE

KARL

You know, George,,,one of the reasons I agreed to come out here was because I wanted to be in California.  But, come on, Tarzana?  I told my wife it would be six months.  I’ve been here ten months, George.  I missed my kid’s last birthday.  

(beat)

She’s 14 now.

(beat)

 Thank you. 

(beat)

Listen. Just send me back to Fort Worth or bring me to Michigan.  Or send me into Hollywood.  But I can’t stay in Tarzana. 

Jessica enters.

Meanwhile at home...Charlie slowly gets up and makes the bed.

JESSICA

Excuse me are you...

KARL

One second...

JESSICA

Oh, I’m sorry

KARL

Listen I gotta...

(pause)

Okay. I’ll talk to you later.  Bye.

KARL (CONT'D)

Are you Jessica...?

JESSICA

(off stage)

That’s me.

Jessica walks into the office next to Karl.

KARL 

Hi, nice to meet you, I’m Karl Gifford, have a seat.

Charlie gathers laundry.

KARL (CONT'D)

So...you’re an actress.  

JESSICA

Well,  I’m trying to be.

KARL

And you do know what it is we’re selling here, right?

Charlie finds Jessicas’ underwear.  Sniffs it

JESSICA 

Um, yeah, I know it’s like herbs, right? 

KARL

Exactly, it’s herbs that give you bigger breasts. 

Charlie starts to jack-off.

KARL (CONT'D)

They get these pills, they get this cream, they eat the pill, they rub the cream on their breasts, and their breasts get bigger.  Here’s all the paper work.  Take a minute...read it over....because I really don’t want to continue until you’re absolutely sure you want to do this.

JESSICA

I’m sure it’s fine.

She starts reading brochure. 

Charlie is getting more into his masturbation.

KARL

Great..

JESSICA

I just need to make a quick phonecall.

KARL

Sure of course..no problem.

A woman in a spotlight pops pills...then puts cream on her breasts...Charlie is about to cum....Jessica calls Charlie....Charlie is getting closer....Phone rings before Charlie can cum....Charlie is frustrated....Jessica is looking at the brochure Karl gave her....Charlie answers the phone...he is out of breath.

CHARLIE

Hello?

JESSICA

Its me..

CHARLIE

Oh hey, what’s going on?

JESSICA

What’s wrong?

CHARLIE

What do you mean 

JESSICA

You’re out of breath.

CHARLIE

I am?

JESSICA

What are you doing?

CHARLIE

Why are you whispering?

JESSICA

I can’t talk loud.   Charlie, were you masturbating?

CHARLIE

NO!!!  I’m getting ready to do the laundry

JESSICA

Oh...really?

CHARLIE

Yes.

JESSICA

Oh, that’s nice.

CHARLIE

Your welcome.

JESSICA

Thank you...so listen..I’m still at the interview...I can’t talk loud... and it’s kind of weird...

CHARLIE

I can barely hear you.

JESSICA

I can’t talk loud...just listen...have you ever heard of an herb that makes your breasts grow bigger?

CHARLIE

You mean like steroids?

JESSICA 

No, it’s not for muscle, it’s for breasts.  You take this pill, you rub this cream on your chest, and you grow an extra cup size. 

CHARLIE 

Really?

JESSICA

Yes.

CHARLIE

Are you serious?

JESSICA

Yes...I’m looking at the brochure.

CHARLIE

Does it work?

JESSICA 

They say it does but I can’t imagine.  You think I should do it? 

CHARLIE

What’s the pay...?

JESSICA

He says you can make 2,500 a week.

CHARLIE

Well, of course you should do it.

JESSICA

Charlie, you know they always lie when it comes to commission.  2,500 probably means 800 if you’re lucky.

CHARLIE

Do you get to try the product for free?

JESSICA

Excuse me...

CHARLIE

Do you get to try the product ?

JESSICA

Why would I try the product?

CHARLIE

Oh...I don’t know.

JESSICA

Why did you say that?

CHARLIE

I was just...

JESSICA

You think i need this product?

CHARLIE

No.

JESSICA

You think I need bigger boobs?

CHARLIE

No...

JESSICA

Then why would I try the product?

CHARLIE

I don’t know...I was just asking.

JESSICA

You’re a fucking asshole?

CHARLIE

I was kidding.

JESSICA

No you weren’t

CHARLIE

I was...

JESSICA

You think my tits are too small.

CHARLIE

Of course i don’t

JESSICA

I know you do.

CHARLIE

I love your tits.

JESSICA

No you don’t...you want me to have those oversized ones like your sister, Christine.

The woman from before is in a spotlight studying her own breasts

CHARLIE

No I don’t.

JESSICA

Fuck you...I’m hanging up.

SCENE: WOMAN USING THE PRODUCT

The woman in the spotlight is now  measuring her own tits.

SCENE: JESSICA LEARNS SALES

While this next scene happens Charlie, at home alone,  blows up a love doll and dresses it in lingerie.

KARL

You okay?

JESSICA

Oh yeah, I’m fine.

KARL

Shall we start?

JESSICA

Great.

KARL

Okay, heres your script...go to page 3...Okay...I’ll be the caller and you try to sell me. Okay?  Okay, ready, ring, ring, ring...you answer the phone...say Hello...

JESSICA 

Hello.

BILLY BOB

“Yes hi, my name’s Billy Bob, can you send me information in the mail about your breast product?”

JESSICA

You get calls from guys.

KARL

Oh yeah. Husbands, boyfriends, transvestites.

JESSICA

Transvestites?

A transsexual in a spotlight...pops pills and puts cream on his chest

KARL

Oh yeah, all the time...okay...so...let’s try it again...

Now imagine you get some mousey housewife on the phone and she goes,

A mousey housewife appears in a spotlight.

CUSTOMER 1: MOUSEY HOUSEWIFE

“Well, I’m very interested but I’m afraid I have to talk to my husband first.” 

JESSICA

(reading)

“Ma’m, I completely understand.

KARL

Jessica, stop,  you sound like you’re reading.  

JESSICA

I am reading. I thought you wanted it word for word. 

KARL

Yeah, but not like a robot.  You gotta act it.  You gotta connect with them. So when some lady says...

CUSTOMER 1: MOUSEY HOUSEWIFE

 I gotta talk to my husband first...

KARL

...you say, “I know, if I spent 800 dollars without talking to my husband first he’d kill me, too.”

JESSICA

But I’m not married.

KARL

So?

JESSICA

So should I just say If I spent 800 dollars without asking “my boyfriend first” ...

KARL

No, Jessica, just lie.  Tell them what they need to hear, so you can make the sale. So if they’re from Indiana, tell them you’re from Indiana.  If they’re getting divorced, tell them you just got divorced.  

JESSICA

But could I get in trouble?

KARL

For what?

JESSICA

For lying.

KARL

I thought you were an actress.

JESSICA

Yeah?

KARL

You’re not lying, you’re acting.  Okay?  Okay, last one.  Here we go. Let’s pretend you get some broke-white-trash-person on the phone...

(whiny)

...and they go, 

New woman appears in a spotlight on phone.

CUSTOMER 2: WHITE TRASH WOMAN

“Um, 800 dollars is a LOT of money!”

JESSICA 

“You’re right!  800 dollars is a lot of money for something if it doesn’t work for you.  However, if you break it down it’s like $4 a day.  You’re worth $4 a day, right?”

KARL  

Good, that’s good.  Okay, let me hear the closers.

JESSICA

(reading)

“Wouldn’t you love to wake up six months from now with the cup size you’ve always wanted?”

CUSTOMER 2: WHITE TRASH WOMAN

Well of course I would. But it’s a lot of money.

Music cue begins.

JESSICA  

(reading)

“But after looking at all the benefits, this system really does make sense, doesn’t it?”

CUSTOMER 1: MOUSEY HOUSEWIFE

I think it does. But I gotta talk to my husband first.

KARL  

Push harder.

JESSICA 

(reading)

“Then maybe you really don’t want to grow an extra cup size?”

CUSTOMER 3: A TRANSSEXUAL

No I do...I do.

KARL 

Perfect.

JESSICA 

(reading)

“So it really does make sense to get started right away, doesn’t it?”

CUSTOMER 3: A TRANSSEXUAL

I think it does.

CUSTOMER 2: WHITE TRASH WOMAN

I guess it does!

CUSTOMER 1: MOUSEY HOUSEWIFE

I hope it does!!!

JESSICA

So lets get started!

KARL

Very nice.

SCENE:  CHARLIE AT HOME-MUSIC-I’M YOUR BOOGIE MAN

He does a strip tease for the love doll.

SCENE: BREAST SIZE HEREDITARY

Kimmy enters in her bedroom.  Dials phone and music fades out.  Phone rings.  Jessica answers it.

JESSICA 

Hi thank you for calling ATHENA, how may I help you?

KIMMY

Yes I saw your ad and i was curious about buying it .

JESSICA

Ok..um...how old are you?

KIMMY

14...

JESSICA

14?

KIMMY

But I’ll be 15 next month.

SCENE: KARL ON PHONE

Karl is now back in his office, on the phone.

KARL

Hey George, it’s Karl.  Did you talk to Wilson? 

(pause)

What did he say?  

(pause)

You tell them how much I hate Tarzana?

(pause)

You tell them about the cash flow problem

SCENE: CHARLIE SLOW DANCES WITH LOVE DOLL

Music bleeds on to next scenes.

CHARLIE

You move so well...your welcome...you smell nice. You have beautiful breasts...you know that?  Can I touch them?  Are you sure?  Wow...they’re so soft.

SCENE: BACK TO JESSICA.  

She is still on the phone.

KIMMY

My mom has really small ones and I’m worried I’m going be the same so do you know if its a family thing...like does it run in the family?

JESSICA

I don’t know Kimmy, I’m not a doctor...

KIMMY

I don’t want to look like my mother when I get older.

SCENE: CHARLIE AT HOME WITH LOVE DOLL

They are now sitting on the edge of the bed.

CHARLIE

..how old are you?  14?  You’re so young?  We shouldn’t be doing this?  But its not right. Can i taste them?  Are you sure?  You won’t tell anyone?  Okay.

SCENE: KARL CONGRATULATES JESSICA

Jessica heads home.

KARL

Congratulations, Jessica. You sold four today!  You’re above par.  

JESSICA

What’s the norm?

KARL

Well some of the idiots in here can’t sell two a day.  I’ve had people who couldn’t sell four in their first week, so I’d say, things look very promising.

JESSICA

Well, thank you, Karl.

KARL

And I want you to know I listened to a few of your calls.

JESSICA

Any comments?

KARL

Yeah, you’re a pretty good liar.

SCENE: BACK TO CHARLIE

He is fucking the doll.

CHARLIE

Oh baby, I love you...you’re so hot...oh baby...oh yes...oh yes oh yes...oh fuck.

He cums.  He pulls out.  He rests.  The he begins to deflate the doll.

SCENE: PROSTITUTE

A prostitute dressed fairly slutty is putting on her final touches in preparation for a date.

SCENE: CHARLIE SETS THE TABLE 

SCENE: KARL CALLS HIS WIFE

Karl also fixes himself up for a date.  He puts on some cologne and buttons his shirt.  

KARL

Hey honey, how are you?

(listens)

No I’m just getting ready for bed.

(listens)

I’m so tired. I had a very long day.

SCENE: DINNER WITH CHARLIE AND JESSICA

 Jessca comes home from work.

JESSICA

Hi.  Sorry I’m late.  The traffic was a nightmare.

CHARLIE

No problem.

JESSICA

Mmmm that smells good...

CHARLIE

Thank you.

SCENE: TINA AND KARL

Knock at Karls door. Karl opens the door it is Tina.

TINA

Hi.  Sorry, I’m late.  The traffic was a nightmare.

KARL

No problem.

(pause)

Mmmm...you smell good..

TINA

Thank you.

(pause)

I’ve never been to Tarzana before. It’s interesting.

SCENE: DINNER CONTINUES

JESSICA

(very thoughtful)

Why would you name a city Tarzana?  What could that possibly be named after?

SCENE: TINA AND KARL

KARL

So do I pay you now or...

TINA

(pause)

Uh...they didn’t tell you...

KARL

Uh...no...were they supposed to...

TINA

Yeah, I’m not supposed to discuss money.

KARL

Oh, sorry.

(reaches in pocket)

Well here’s your money so...

TINA

I’m not supposed to discuss money before we do it...you know...in case your a cop...

KARL

Oh...I’m not a cop...

TINA

Ok. I’ll just take it now. But I’m not a prostitute, okay.

SCENE: CHARLIE AND JESSICA  

(pause)

I talked to a lady today who wants to get surgical breast implants for her fourteen year old daughter and she was mad because her doctor wouldn’t perform the surgery.

(pause)

I also got a call today from an 86 year old woman in Pensacola who wanted to know if the product would help tighten her breasts.

(pause)

Another person just called to talk.

(pause)

I got another call from someone who wanted to know if I had the number for small claims court in Pittsburgh.

(pause)

And then I got a call from a guy who wanted to know how big my breasts were.

SCENE: KARL WITH TINA

KARL

You have beautiful breasts.

TINA

Thank you. 

KARL

Does everyone tell you that?

TINA

I wish they were bigger.

KARL

They’re perfect.

TINA

Thank you.

KARL

Are they sensitive?

TINA

Not really.

KARL

My wife had really sensitive nipples.

TINA

Your wife? 

KARL

My wife...yeah.

TINA

What do you mean, had? Is she dead? 

KARL

No no no.

TINA

Are you divorced?

KARL

No...we’re still married...it’s a long story. It’s boring.

(pause)

Are you married?

TINA

Me?

(laughs)

No.

(pause)

I don’t want to get married...It scares me...All the married people I know are miserable.

SCENE: CHARLIE AND JESSICA  

(pause)

And I got a call from two different transsexuals.  Did you know there’s actually a difference between transsexuals and transvestites? Transsexuals want to be women and transvestites just want to look like women.  I never knew that.

(pause)

What are you thinking?

CHARLIE

Just how much i love you

JESSICA

Oh shut up

CHARLIE

I do...I love you

JESSICA

But you wish I had bigger breasts

CHARLIE

No, I don’t. 

(beat)

They’re perfect.

SCENE: TINA AND KARL

TINA

So what do you do?

KARL

Um...I own a car dealership... 

TINA

Oh, wow...what kind of cars...

KARL

BMW’s.

TINA

Beemers. Wow. I love it. They’re so expensive. 

SCENE: JESSICA AND CHARLIE

JESSICA

So what did you do today?

CHARLIE

Not much. Just faxed a few resumes.

JESSICA

Any responses?

CHARLIE 

Not yet.

JESSICA

This fucking economy...I miss Bill Clinton

CHARLIE

I thought you hated him...i thought you said he was sick pervert

JESSICA

He is a sick pervert...but I miss him.

SCENE: KARL AND TINA

TINA

You have a really nice house.

KARL

Thank you.

SCENE: BACK AT TABLE

JESSICA

I can’t go back there tomorrow...I felt nauseous all day.  It’s gotta be illegal.

SCENE: KARL AND TINA

TINA

Are you renting or what?

KARL

I’m renting.  I just bought a house in Malibu but it’s not ready yet.

TINA

Malibu...wow...I’m impressed.

SCENE: BACK AT TABLE

CHARLIE

Theoretically, let’s say you don’t go back, tomorrow.  And today is the nineteenth.  How do you propose we pay our rent on the first?

SCENE: TINA AND KARL

TINA

So when you were a little kid...and people asked you what you wanted to do when you grew up...what did you say? Did you say you wanted to own a car dealership? Was that your dream?

KARL

That’s a weird question.

TINA

I’m fascinated by dreams. You don’t have to answer. I’m just curious.

SCENE: BACK AT TABLE

JESSICA

When your brother married Jodi, your parents bought him a two bedroom house and five thousand dollars to furnish it.  Are you telling me that if you call your dad right now and ask him for money, he won’t send it?

CHARLIE

Of course he’d send it.

JESSICA

Then call him.

CHARLIE

I’m not going to ask my Dad for money.

JESSICA

Why not?

CHARLIE

He thinks we’re doing great.

JESSICA

But we’re not.

CHARLIE

But he thinks we are, and that’s all that matters. 

I didn’t even tell him I got laid off.  It’s taken me five years to get him to respect me, and now that I’m successful I’m not going to blow that image and ask him for money.

JESSICA

But you’re not successful.

CHARLIE

But he thinks I am.

JESSICA

But it’s a lie.

CHARLIE

It doesn’t matter, he respects me now, I’m not going to blow that.

SCENE: TINA AND KARL

KARL

No. I did not dream of growing up and selling cars. I wanted to be the worlds greatest baseball player. I wanted to have my face on a baseball card. I wanted little kids to collect me. I wanted to be in the Hall of Fame. That’s what I dreamed of.

TINA

So what happened?

KARL

I don’t know. I became an adult. I played a little bit after college...I was pretty good... and then...I don’t know...things changed...I changed. I just grew up. I got sick of being poor. I like selling cars. I’m good at it.

TINA

But how did you get from baseball to selling cars. 

KARL

How did you become a hooker?

TINA

Don’t be insulted.

KARL

Well you’re asking me wierd questions.

TINA

I’m just curious?

KARL

I feel like your fucking with me. Like your trying to make me feel shitty or something...

TINA

I’m sorry...maybe I should go...

KARL

No, no...stay...

TINA

No really, I don’t want to upset you...

KARL

Please!

(pause)

Please.

TINA

Well don’t get mad at me.

(pause)

I just like to talk. Okay?  I love talking.  In fact, I’d much rather talk than have sex.  Wouldn’t you?

Beat. He doesn’t answer. Beat

SCENE: JESSICA IN BED

CHARLIE

You know, if we got married he’d buy us a house in a minute. You know that.  But you don’t want to get married.  Do you wanna get married?

JESSICA

Every couple we know starts fighting the minute they get married.  Michael and Cathy lived together for three years in perfect harmony, and the minute they signed that piece of paper their relationship went to shit.  We’re already fight half the time as it is.  Can you imagine what would happen if we actually got married?  We’d kill each other.

CHARLIE

But we’d have a nice house.

JESSICA

I’m going to bed.

CHARLIE

Wait wait wait....come here....I love you...you know that? Can i have a kiss? Please.  

SCENE: KARL AND TINA

KARL

I want to kiss you. 

TINA

Dance with me...and then I’ll let you kiss me...

KARL

I don’t dance.

TINA

Come on.

They elegantly slowly dance. No words...no music...in silence.  Both couples are now dancing in unison

TINA (CONT'D)

You dance good.

KARL

(after a while)

Can I kiss you now?

TINA

You’re very impatient?  There’s no rush.

Both try to be try to be tender...both couples kiss...both men try to initiate sex.

JESSICA

Charlie I’m soooo tired

CHARLIE

You don’t have to do anything

JESSICA

I’m tired I need to go to bed.

SCENE: KARL AND TINA

KARL

(after a pause)

So what did you want to be? Did you want to grow up and be a stripper?

TINA

I didn’t want to be anything. I just wanted to have money. I wanted to have nice clothes. But now I have money and I have nice clothes and I’m not sure what to do next...I’m thinking about acting. I might become an actress. 

SCENE: BACK TO JESSICA AND CHARLIE

JESSICA

I’m sorry...i can’t do this...I’m not gonna fake it with you.

CHARLIE

You’re an actress...just pretend it’s a love scene with Harrison Ford.

JESSICA

Charlie...you’re not Harrison Ford.  I’m really tired...I have to work tomorrow...I’m going to bed

SCENE: KARL AND TINA

TINA

(pause)

Does your wife have big tits?

KARL

(long pause)

No...she doesn’t.

(pause)

She had a mastectomy.

TINA

Oh...I’m sorry.  Did she lose one or two?

KARL

She lost both.

They kiss...softly.

SCENE: THE MIDDLE OF THE NIGHT

Jessica and Charlie are asleep.

JESSICA

Charlie.

(pause)

Charlie.

(pause)

Charlie, wake-up.

CHARLIE

What?

JESSICA

I just had a nightmare?

CHARLIE

Go back to sleep, you’ll be fine.

JESSICA

Listen to me. Wake up. I had a nightmare. I had a nightmare. I had a nightmare that I killed you.

Charlie wakes up.

CHARLIE

Okay, I’m awake.

JESSICA

I dreamt that I was 50 years old and I was still selling breasts in Tarzana. And you still didn’t have a job. And I was supporting you and I was getting really resentful so I tried to kill you. I started poisoning you...but you wouldn’t die...so I got Karl to kill you.

CHARLIE

Karl who?

JESSICA

Karl  my boss. I slept with him to get him to kill you because I couldn’t afford a hit-man. 

CHARLIE

Did he kill me?

JESSICA

I don’t know. He said he did. I never saw you again. Karl and me moved to Hawaii. We bought a house but we never got married. We had two kids. It was beautiful but sad. The kids were ugly but Karl took good care of me. I stopped working.

(pause)

I don’t think I should go back there today. I shouldn’t work there anymore. It’s affecting my brain. Something bad’s gonna happen.

CHARLIE

You have to go back, Jessica. We need the money. Okay?  

(long pause)

You want to have sex? 

(Jessica is shocked)

 Please. 

(Jessica is annoyed)

 I’m horny.

JESSICA

I need a Tylenol.

Charlie rolls over exasperated.

CHARLIE

Jesus Christ.

JESSICA

Don’t be like that.

(pause)

Charlie?

(pause)

I’m gonna get a Tylenol.

(beat)

Okay?

(beat)

Charlie...I’m gonna get a Tylenol.

He ignores her. She gets out of bed.  He quickly starts to masturbate.

SCENE: BACK AT THE OFFICE

Karl enters with junk food.  Eats it.  Talks on phone.

KARL

Listen, you can’t fight the federal government....we won’t win.

(pause)

I told ‘em 2 months ago that we needed better customer service.  I knew that was gonna come back and bite us in the ass ...but you know they don’t listen to me.

(pause...he laughs)

Yeah...right...

(more laughing)

Jessica arrives at the office.

JESSICA

Hi.  Sorry I’m late, 

KARL

Oh no problem.  Listen, I gotta go. I’ll call you later.

(hangs up)

Hey, how are you this morning?

JESSICA

I’m fine. Is that your breakfast?

KARL

Yeah, you want some?

JESSICA

No thanks. 

KARL

Oh wait, I got your check for you.

JESSICA

Oh great. Is it for the first two weeks? 

KARL

No, actually the first 10 days because of when you started. We do our payroll on the first and the 15th so the last four days of last week will be put on your next paycheck so this paycheck covers from when you started on the 4th to the 14th, I know it’s confusing.

JESSICA

No, it’s fine, thanks? 

KARL

Oh and Jessica, one last thing...

JESSICA

What?

KARL

You look very nice today.

JESSICA

Really?

KARL

Very nice.

JESSICA

Oh...ok...um...

(embarrassed)

Thank you.

KARL

Your welcome.

SCENE: CHARLIE MAKES A DATE

Charlie is on the phone.

CHARLIE

Hi...yes..umm...I’m never done this before...but...ummm...I need something...I need something...uh...unique...

SCENE: KARL TELLS A JOKE

Karl is talking to Jessica.

KARL

So...Monica Lewinsky walks into the dry cleaners and tells the owner, "I've got another dress for you to clean." But the guys deaf in one ear so he says, "Come again?"

And she goes, “No...Mustard."

(beat)

Get it? That’s funny, right?

JESSICA

It’s hilarious.!

SCENE: CHARLIE FINISHES PHONECALL TO AGENCY

CHARLIE

What time will she be here?  

(beat)

And how long will she stay? 

(beat)

And can she get her own clown costume because I don’t have one.  

(beat)

Okay.  Thank you.

SCENE: CUSTOMER SERVICE CONFRONTATION.   

Jessica speaks on top of the music bur after a few lines it fades out and we can hear her lines.  She is very frustrated.

JESSICA

I’m sorry Ma’am...I don’t handle refunds... 

(pause)

Well, I don’t know what to tell you...you need to call customer service...

(pause)

What number are you calling? 

(pause)

That’s the same number I have...yes you need to call that number...

(pause)

Ma’am, I’m sorry...I can’t help you...I have another call coming in...I need to go...I understand...yes...okay...bye bye...have a good day and thank you for calling ATHENA, the natural safe alternative breast enhancement program.

She hangs up.

JESSICA (CONT’D)

Jesus!

She sits there frustrated.  She picks up the phone and makes a call...but no one answers...she hangs up...very frustrated.  She gets up and heads in to Karl’s office.

JESSICA (CONT'D)

Karl what’s the deal with customer service?

KARL

What do you mean?

JESSICA

Customer service.  Do we have it?

KARL

Of course we have it.

JESSICA

I just talked to an irate lady who said she’s called twice a day for the last month and no one answers the phone. 

KARL

Well she’s lying.

JESSICA

Is there a customer service?

KARL

Jessica.

JESSICA

Have you ever called it?

KARL

Jessica it’s not your problem.

JESSICA

Well it is my problem if they keep calling and calling!

KARL

But you don’t work in customer service!

JESSICA

I know but they keep calling me and I don’t know what to tell them!

KARL

Tell them to call customer service.

JESSICA

When they buy it...I tell them they can get a refund.  How can they get a refund if no one answers the phone!  I told you I’m not comfortable lying...

KARL

Your not lying.  There is a customer service line.

JESSICA

But no one answers it.

KARL

How do you know that?

JESSICA

I called it.

KARL

When?

JESSICA

Today.

KARL

Today?

JESSICA

Today.  Today.  Just now...I called it...no one answered.

KARL

Jessica why would you call customer service?

JESSICA

Because I wanted to see if it was true.

KARL

What, do you work for 60 minutes?

JESSICA

No, Karl but I felt like I should just...

KARL

Jessica, you weren’t hired to manage customer service....you weren’t hired to give refunds...you weren’t hired to investigate this company...

JESSICA

I’m not investigating...

KARL

You were hired to take calls and move product. and that’s all...just do your job and we won’t have a problem.

JESSICA

Fine.  

KARL

Don’t be defensive. 

JESSICA

I’m not.  

KARL

Don’t pout Jessica.

JESSICA

I’m not pouting.

KARL

You sure?

JESSICA

I’m fine.

KARL

Fine.

JESSICA

Fine.  It’s fine.

KARL

Okay.

JESSICA

Okay.

KARL

Jessica...

JESSICA

What???

KARL

You are very good at your job.  You know that?

SCENE: CLOWN ARRIVES

Ding dong...

CHARLIE

Hi come on in.

(long awkward silence)

I’ve never done this before.  

(beat)

Have you?

The clown nods no.

SCENE: JESSICA BACK ON PHONE

JESSICA

Yes...800 dollars is a lot of money for something if it doesn’t work for you.  However, if you break it down it’s like $4 a day.  Aren’t you worth $4 a day?

SCENE: CHARLIE AND CLOWN

Clown and Charlie have sex.  He cums.

SCENE:  KARL ON PHONE

KARL

I’m telling you, we have to give refunds.  

(beat)

We have to.

(beat)

Because we have to.  Because, it’s illegal, George. I just talked to Wilson about this  It’s called false advertising.  It’s called fraud.  I don’t want to go to jail.  

SCENE: CHARLIE TALKS TO CLOWN

CHARLIE

I never fucked a clown before.

(pause)

 I always wanted to. 

(pause)

Thank you.  

(pause)

I’ll get your money.

He goes to get it.  Comes back

CHARLIE (CONT’D)

Here you go.

The clown starts to leave.

CHARLIE (CONT'D)

Um wait...before you leave would you do me a really silly favor?  Would you uh...would you lie on the bed...really still..not moving...like I killed you...like you’re a dead clown...you know what I mean?  I just want you to lay down like this...

He demonstrates what he wants.

CHARLIE (CONT’D)

Just like that?  Do you mind?  I just want to look at you...I won’t touch you.  Please.  I’ll give you an extra 40 bucks.  Please.  

The clown holds out its hand...Charlie puts 40 more dollars in it.

SCENE: JESSICA HEADS HOME

JESSICA

I feel bad taking their money.

KARL

You’re not taking their money, Jessica, we’re taking their money.

JESSICA

But some of these people are freaks.

KARL

Don’t let it get to you.

(pause)

You want some coffee?

JESSICA

Sure.

He goes off to get the coffee.

SCENE: ONE DEAD CLOWN

The clown lays down on the bed pretending to be dead.  Charlie looks...what is he thinking?

During the next scene the clown gets up and leaves.  Charlie goes and gets nail clippers and comes back to clip his nails.

SCENE: JESSICA AND KARL

Karl comes back with coffee.

JESSICA

Karl, does this product work?

(beat)

Does it?

KARL

Jessica, did you see Dances With Wolves?

JESSICA

No.

KARL

Well I did.  My wife wanted to see it. Most boring piece of crap I ever sat through.  But it made millions.  People loved it.  And it was crap but so what?  People can spend their money on whatever they want.  Don’t feel guilty.

JESSICA

You don’t feel guilty.

KARL

Never!  Jessica, I use to sell Yugos.  Shittiest car on the planet but I sold ‘em and people bought ‘em and they were happy so I was happy.  I never felt guilty for selling a shitty car!  I felt good for making people happy.  They were happy to have a car they could afford and I was happy to be making a living.  It doesn’t matter what we think.  The customers love this product and the customer is always right.  

(pause)

 Smile Jessica.

She smiles big. She starts talking through her smile.  Karl sits down and starts working.  At first we are unsure who she is talking to.  Charlie is sitting on the bed at home clipping his nails.  Both men are ignoring her.

SCENE: JESSICA AND CHARLIE AT HOME

JESSICA

All I do is I sit on the phone all day and I lie to people.  And the more lies I tell the more money I make, and my boss loves it. 

 Jessica crosses to Charlie.

JESSICA (CONT'D)

They want you to lie.  It’s so shady.  It’s gotta be illegal.  I’m not going back there tomorrow.  There’s just no way.  I’m sorry. 

(thinking)

I don’t think I should go back.  I don’t think it’s good.  What do you think?

CHARLIE

I think you’ve lost interest in me.

JESSICA

Did you hear what I said?

CHARLIE

When we first met we were unstoppable...all the time...in the middle of the night...before work...in airplanes...in the car...

JESSICA

Is it always about sex with you?  Is that really all you think about?  i am trying to talk to you about my job.

CHARLIE

Your job is to have sex with your boyfriend...that’s your job, too.

JESSICA

Charlie you are sick...you are addicted...you are a sex addict...if it was up to you we’d have sex 24 hours a day...its all you think about...I haven’t lost interest in you I’ve lost interest in your penis...i don’t need to have sex every single night...but you do...and I don’t know what to do about it...your like a teen age boy...when did you stop maturing...you’re like an adolescent...I want to talk about the economy and you want to talk about sex...I want to talk about the Middle East but all you care about is sex...I need to talk about my job but all you want to talk about is sex...I want to talk about buying a house and you want to talk about sex...sex sex sex...It’s all you think about...I’m sick of sex...I want more...I just want to kiss sometimes...don’t you ever just want to kiss....no you don’t... cause every time we kiss you want to turn it into a blowjob...we can’t even cuddle because you get a big hard on and you start rubbing it on my leg like a little dog...I worry about you...seriously...you need help.

He gets up..puts on his jacket..

JESSICA (CONT’D)

Where are you going?

JESSICA (CONT’D)

Where are you going?  Charlie, where are you going?

CHARLIE

I’m going out...because if I stay here I’m gonna punch you in the face and I don’t want to go to jail for domestic violence.

JESSICA

If you punch me in the face I won’t call the police, I’ll punch you back you stupid mother-fucker...bring it on!

He looks at her shocked.  He leaves.  Jessica is alone.  She mutters something to herself that we can’t quite hear.  She gets up and leaves. 

SCENE: MICHAEL READS FROM A PORNO BOOK

MICHAEL  

The tip of each tit was blessed with a pancake-sized nipple. Eunice turned and faced her open locker to hide the scowl of jealousy that creased her young face.  Mary Jane loved to flaunt her breasts in public every time she got the chance.  “I can’t wait until she’s forced to leave the locker room without her bra on,” Eunice thought to herself.  “She’s got religion class with sister Prudence next.  Sister Prudence is going to shriek when she bounces in, her tits flying all over the place.  She’ll send her to Mother Superior, and Mother Superior will whip her  stupid ass with that big cane of hers.”

...as he reads Monica appears...she is getting ready for date...she is a hooker...Charlie enters...he approaches the door...he knocks. .the reading fades out as Charlie knocks on the door.

SCENE: CHARLIE MEETS HIS FIRST HOOKER

Tina answers it.   

MONICA

Are you Charlie?

CHARLIE

Are you, Monica?

MONICA

Come on in.  Don’t be nervous.  

Jessica and Karl are back at work...

CHARLIE

You’re very pretty.

MONICA

Well, you’re very handsome.

He is shocked...he hasn’t been complimented in years.

CHARLIE

Thank you.

(beat)

Thank you.

SCENE: BACK AT WORK

Karl  tells the joke as Jessica gets ready to work...

KARL 

So...A little girl is in line to see Santa. And when it's her turn, she climbs up on Santa's lap.

JESSICA

Oh God Karl.  Is this gonna be gross.

KARL

Just listen. So Santa asks, "What would you like Santa to bring you for Christmas?"  So the little girl replies, "I want a Barbie and G.I. Joe." Santa looks at the little girl for a moment and says "I thought Barbie comes with Ken?"

"No" said the little girl, she comes with G.I. Joe.  She fakes it with Ken".

She doesn’t laugh...

KARL (CONT'D)

Oh come on...fuck you Jessica you know that’s funny.

SCENE: CHARLIE WITH MONICA 

CHARLIE

You’re very kind.  I appreciate it.

MONICA

Do you like to kiss?

CHARLIE

Yes...very much.

They kiss.

SCENE: JESSICA AND KIMMY ON PHONE

KIMMY

People are mean?

JESSICA

Are they mean to you?

KIMMY

Yeah...all the time they make fun of me because I’m not as big as they are. They say that maybe I’m really a boy cause i don’t have big tits like all the stupid sluts in my class.  One girl started a rumor that I wasn’t a real girl and people believed it.   My names Kimmy but people started calling me Kenny.  And I don’t dress like a boy or anything.  That’s why those boys at Columbine killed all those kids.  People were mean to those guys.  You don’t know what it’s like.  I hate the kids at my school.  I wish someone would shoot them.

JESSICA

Kimmy don’t say that, okay.  High school is the best time of your life.  You should enjoy it.  I wish I were back in high school.

KIMMY

Well...I’m just saying...I know why those boys in Columbine did what they did...

JESSICA

Kimmy those boys were evil.

KIMMY

No they weren’t...they just weren’t popular...were you popular in high school.

JESSICA

I was.

KIMMY

Well, duh, that’s why you liked it...people liked you...I bet you were pretty, huh?  The pretty girls are always popular...even if they’re dumb.

SCENE: MONICA AND CHARLIE

MONICA

Are you married?

CHARLIE

No.

MONICA

Do you have a girlfriend?

CHARLIE

No.

SCENE: JESSICA AND KIMMY

KIMMY

So how much is it for the whole thing?

JESSICA

It’s 800 dollars.

KIMMY

But does it work?

JESSICA

Some people think it works.

KIMMY

Have you tried it?

JESSICA

No.

KIMMY

But you probably don’t need it.

JESSICA

You probably don’t need it either.

KIMMY

I have to have it.  If I don’t get it I’m not going back to school anymore.  I really need implants but the doctor won’t do ‘em until I’m 18.  Do you know anything about implants?

JESSICA

No.  I don’t like hospitals.

KIMMY

I don’t either  But its probably worth it because you can get ‘em taken out and have bigger ones put in if you change your mind.

JESSICA

But Kimmy, some people get implants and it makes ‘em sick.

KIMMY

That’s true.  That’s why I wanna try your stuff first.

JESSICA

Kimmy, do you realize that your only 14?

Charlie is back at his house with his 14 year-old love doll...they are sitting on the bed.

KIMMY

So...

JESSICA

Do you know how young that is?

KIMMY

You sound like my mother

JESSICA

You’re so young.

KIMMY

I’m not that young.  I’m very mature for my age.  

SCENE: SCENE WITH LOVE DOLL PART 2

CHARLIE

I’ve missed you.  Did you think about me at school today?  I thought about you all day.  And no one knows where you are, right?  Are you sure?  Baby, I love you.  And we’ll always be together.

He starts to kiss the doll but suddenly he begins to choke the doll and finally he “kills” it...stares at it...he is shocked and confused at what he’s done.  He gets out his camera and takes a picture.

SCENE: KARL AND JESSICA HAVE A BIG HEART TO HEART

JESSICA

I just sold it to a 14 year-old girl who hates her life and thinks that bigger breasts will solve all of her problems.

KARL

Was she flat-chested?

JESSICA

She’s 14.  Everybody’s flat-chested at 14.

KARL

(teasing)

Were you?

JESSICA

(annoyed)

I don’t remember.

KARL

I bet you weren’t.

JESSICA

I feel physically ill.

KARL

Oh, Jessica, sit down...

JESSICA

No Karl, it’s not funny.  I hate working here.  I think I’m gonna kill myself.

KARL

Jessica, just sit down.

She reluctantly does.

JESSICA

I’m serious.

KARL

Shhhh...calm down...I want you to imagine you’re 14 and you wake up one day, and you have a gigantic mole growing in the middle of your face?  And every day it keeps getting bigger and bigger.  And eventually it grows to be as big as a football.  What do you do?  Do you have it removed?   Or do you just say, “Oh, well, that’s how I am!”  I bet you’d have it removed.  And that’s fine. There’s nothing wrong with wanting to look good. 

JESSICA

You just try to rationalize everything.

KARL

I’m not rationalizing.  It’s what I believe.  

JESSICA

Do you really?  Is this really what you want to do with your life?  When you’re 80 years old will you look back on your life and be proud of the time you spent in Tarzana ripping people off?  When you were a little kid did you really dream of growing up and selling people shitty products that don’t work. 

KARL

I like selling things. I’m good at it.

JESSICA

You like it or you’re good at it?

KARL

Both.

JESSICA

I met with an agent once and they told me I needed to lose three pounds.  Three pounds, Karl.  Not 10 or 15 just three.  If I lost three then I’d be perfect.  It’s like everyone’s going crazy trying to be perfect and we just perpetuate it.

KARL

You’re not overweight.

JESSICA

Don’t change the subject.

KARL

You don’t need to lose any weight, Jessica, you’re perfect. 

JESSICA

Don’t bullshit me.

KARL

I’m not bullshitting you.  You’re very sexy!  Don’t sue me for sexual harassment, but you are. 

JESSICA

That’s clever how you just changed the subject.

KARL

Doesn’t your boyfriend tell you that everyday? 

JESSICA

No.  He agreed with the agent.

KARL

He wants you to lose weight.

JESSICA

He likes Kate Moss types.

KARL

What an asshole.

JESSICA

No...he’s very sweet.

KARL

He sounds like a jerk.

JESSICA

No, it’s not like that.  He’s very nice.

KARL

Well next time he tells you to lose weight, you just tell me and I’ll come over and kick his ass.  

JESSICA

That’s great, Karl.

KARL

Does he take care of you?

JESSICA

Yes Karl,  we’re in love.

KARL

Really?

JESSICA

Yes.

KARL

Really?

JESSICA

Really.

KARL

If he really loved you would he let you get up on a Saturday and drive out to Tarzana and work 8 hours?  On a Saturday?

JESSICA

You don’t know anything about it.

KARL

I refuse to let my wife work.

JESSICA

What are you sexist?

KARL

Hell yes I’m sexist. I believe women should stay home and raise the kids and the man should go to work. Doesn’t that sound good. I be the man...I go out...work all day...I bring you money...you raise the kid...go shopping...Do you really like working?  Do you really like coming here everyday and slaving away? 

(pause)

Does he take care of you?

(pause)

Did he go to work, today?

(pause)

I know what you need, Jessica. 

JESSICA

What do I need Karl?

KARL

You need someone like me to take care of you.  I’m a very good husband.

JESSICA

I don’t think so.

KARL

(pause)

But, do you feel attracted to me a little bit?

JESSICA

No.

KARL

Not at all?

JESSICA

None.  Zero.  Zip.

KARL

Just a little bit?

JESSICA

Karl,  I have a boyfriend.

KARL

So what?  I have a wife.

JESSICA

No Karl.

KARL

Can I tell you a secret?

(pause)

I think about kissing you.  I think about it alot.  I’m a good kisser.  Are you a good kisser?

JESSICA

I don’t know.  

KARL

If you kiss me,  I’ll tell you and then you’ll know.

JESSICA

I can’t kiss you.

KARL

Why not?

JESSICA

Because I can’t.  I already told you.

KARL

But do you want to?

(beat)

Do you wanna kiss me?

(beat)

You do don’t you?

(beat)

You want it but you won’t let yourself have it.  You’re a puritan.  You’re a masochist. You’re in to self-deprivation.  I know you.  

(beat)

Is your boyfriend a good kisser?

(beat)

Is he?

(beat)

If you weren’t with him could I kiss you?

(beat)

What if I came over there right now and took your face in my hands and I kissed you softly on the lips?

(beat)

Would you let me or would you turn your head?

He stands up.

JESSICA

Karl don’t.

KARL

Why?

JESSICA

Because...

KARL

Why?

JESSICA

Because...

KARL

Just a little one...no tongue.  Just a peck.  Like they way you kissed in high school?  Did you ever make-out in High School in a dangerous place...like a broom closet or under the bleachers or in the library?  Did you?

JESSICA

Yes.

KARL

Was it fun?

JESSICA

Yes.

KARL

Let’s pretend we’re back in High School. 

JESSICA

Oh, please.

KARL

“Hey Jessica.  Wanna go steady?”  

JESSICA

No.

KARL

“Will you go to the prom with me?”  

JESSICA

No.

KARL

“Can I carry your books?”

JESSICA

No.

KARL

Did you like high school?

JESSICA

Yes.

KARL

I did, too.  I was very popular.  Everybody liked me.  I have a theory that people who enjoy high school grow up to be miserable failures.  And people who hate high school grow up to be very successful and happy.  I was class President.  

JESSICA

I was treasurer.

KARL

Congratulations.

There is a long pause as things turn a little more introspective.

JESSICA

But do you ever think that maybe your best years are behind you?

After a long pause she begins talking to herself...or maybe to Charlie...or maybe to the audience...

JESSICA (CONT'D)

(sadly)

...he listens when I talk...he asks me how my day was...he buys me lunch...he tells me I look nice...he holds the door for me...he notices my hair and my make-up...he respects me...or at least he acts like he respects me...I can’t tell the difference,  he’s very manipulative, and I don’t really care...he makes me laugh...something happened to us,  Charlie.  

(goes to Charlie)

We became grown-ups...and I don’t like it.  I don’t like being an adult. I don’t wanna get married and have a mortgage and three kids and work 40 hours a week. I’m too young to own a lawn-mower.  We don’t have fun anymore. It’s all work. I’m not a salesman.  I don’t want to sell breasts for a living.  That’s not me.  I get on the phone with those people and I hate myself.  I’m selling a product that doesn’t even work.  But I’m good at it.  So I keep selling and selling and selling.  And everyday I feel worse and worse but the money’s coming in so you don’t care.  You just wanna have sex...but you still don’t have a job.  So when he propositioned me today and told me I was sexy and told me he’d take care of me...I felt good. I felt respected.  It felt good.  I felt like I was back in high school.

(long pause)

For a brief moment I remembered how it felt to be in love.

(beat)

I’m going back east, Charlie.

(beat)

I’m going home.

(beat)

Don’t hate me.

(to Charlie)

I think I might actually miss you,...

(to Karl)

Karl.  

(to Karl)

I think I might actually miss you,...

SCENE: JESSICA SAYS GOODBYE TO KARL

JESSICA

(beat)

I like you.  You’re grotesque but I like you.  You’re the type of guy that I use to make fun of in college. 

KARL

I like you too, Jessica.

A brief pause.

JESSICA

So do you hit on all your employees?

(pause)

When I came to the interview the first day, did you decide right away you were gonna to try to get me?

(pause)

Are you actually attracted to me or am I just convenient?

KARL

Do you really want the truth?

JESSICA

No.

(beat)

Goodbye, Karl.

KARL 

Goodbye Jessica

CHARLIE

Goodbye Jessica

JESSICA

Goodbye Charlie

She stands in the middle staring forward

SCENE: JESSICA   

JESSICA

I got to Connecticut and I did nothing for three months. I just relaxed and saw old friends.  I ate alot and went to the movies with my Dad.  I thought I’d miss LA.  I didn’t.  I thought I’d miss Charlie.  I didn’t.  I thought I’d feel like a quitter or a failure.  I didn’t.  I thought I’d return to LA after a few months. I didn’t.  I became content.  Connecticut can do that to you.  I like it here.  I like being close to my parents.  I like the trees.  I like the quiet. I rarely think of Charlie but I often think of Karl. I picture Karl trying to hide his wedding ring while hitting on some woman in some bar in Texas.  He’s the one person I’d actually like to see again.

SCENE: KARL  

KARL

I went back to Ft. Worth and everyone wanted to know about my exciting time in California.  They wanted to know if I nailed any celebrities.  So, just for fun, I told them I boned Heather Locklear.  And they believed me.  At first the lie amused me.  I liked watching my friends mouths drop every time I repeated the story.  But if you tell a lie enough times you start to believe it. The lie becomes truth. So now, when I tell people I boned Heather Locklear I believe it myself. Some days I even think of her and I get nostalgic. I see her on TV and it’s like seeing an old girlfriend.  I wrote her a letter last year.  She never wrote back.  

SCENE: CHARLIE  

CHARLIE

I never thought I’d see Jessica, again...and I didn’t really want to...but  one day I was flipping through TV and I saw her..on TV...on Court TV...at first I thought she was acting but she wasn’t...she was on trial...well not on trial but she was on the stand...she was testifying...she looked scared...I almost collapsed...that company she worked for, Athena...they were being sued by the federal government for, um, fraud, racketeereing, tax evasion...

SCENE: A COURTROOM

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

Please state your full name.

JESSICA

Jessica Albright.

KARL

Karl Gifford.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

And you were once employed by Athena Enterprises based in Ann Arbor, Michigan.

JESSICA

Yes.

KARL

Yes.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

And how long did you work for this company.

JESSICA

4 months.

KARL

3 years.

CHARLIE

(to audience)

It was so fun watching them squirm.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

And do you recall a conversation you had with a 14 year old girl named Kimmy Stanton

JESSICA

Yes.

Charlie goes and gets the phone.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

And do you remember what you told her.

JESSICA

We talked for a long time.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

And do you remember telling her that the product didn’t work?

(pause)

Do you?

JESSICA

Yes.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

Why did you tell her that?

JESSICA

Because I thought she was too young to try it.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

Why?

JESSICA

I don’t know...just a feeling.

CHARLIE

(on phone)

Dad, turn on the TV.  Channel 72.  Court TV.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

And did you, at the time, believe the product worked.

Charlie hangs up and calls someone else.

JESSICA

Honestly...I didn’t know.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

Then why did you tell her it didn’t work if you weren’t sure it didn’t worked

JESSICA

i don’t know.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

And, did you tell all your other customers it didn’t work.

JESSICA

No.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

And in fact you sold it to many other people..

JESSICA

Yes.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

187 to be exact.

JESSICA

That sounds about right.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

But you told Kimmy Stanton it didn’t work.

JESSICA

Yes.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

So when you told other customers that it did work you were lying to them?

CHARLIE

Christine, turn on the TV. 

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

And why did you lie?

Charlie hangs up and calls someone else.

JESSICA 

To make sales...

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

And did your boss tell you to lie?

KARL

I would never tell an employee to lie.  We have a script...the script is very clear...employees are not to waiver from the script...the script is the bible.

JESSICA

He said the script didn’t matter...he said tell them whatever you need to tell them.

KARL

That’s just not true.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

Are you lying now?

KARL

Did I take the product?  Of course not, but I believed it worked...I wouldn’t sell a product I don’t believe in...

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

Mr. Gifford...isn’t it true that you used to sell Yugos?

KARL

Yes.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

And isn’t it true that you told Jessica Albright that, qoute” Yugos are the shittiest cars on the planet but I don’t care. I sold them anyway and I was good at it and people bought them.”  Did you ever say that?

KARL

No

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

So Jessica Albrights a liar?

KARL

Yes.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

Is Karl Gifford lying?

JESSICA

Yes.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

Mr. Gifford you have a child correct?

KARL

Yes.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

You have a 14 year-old daughter...

KARL

Yes.

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

Mr. Gifford would you allow your own 14 year-old daughter to take this product?  

(pause)

Would you?  

(pause)

Answer the question please. 

SCENE: JESSICA  ALONE

JESSICA

I think about the people I scammed.  I think about the money they wasted.  I think about the lies I told.  But mostly I think about that 14 year old girl.  

(girl appears in spotlight)

I picture her looking in the mirror and studying her breasts and being disappointed. 

Kimmy in a spotlight.

JESSICA (CONT'D)

I picture her getting yelled at by her parents.  i picture her at school being made fun of.  I picture her on a medical table getting breast implants.  I picture her in pain.  I hope she’s happy.

Music Cue: Daughter by Pearl Jam

Scene: Kimmy

Kimmy is alone in her room...looking in a mirror...she has a roll of toilet paper...she begins to stuff her bra as we fade to black.

Blackout

Intermission

PART 2: 4 HOOKERS

MUSIC: EX-GIRLFRIEND BY NO DOUBT

PROLOGUE-SCENE: GIRLS ON PHONES

SCENE: KIMMY SETS UP CHARLIE DATE

KIMMY

..huh-huh....uh-huh...but are you clean?  I mean like did you take a shower today?  

SCENE: MONICA SETS UP MICHAEL DATE

MONICA

What happened last week?......oh...oh...oh...so you want to come now?  

SCENE: TINA SETS UP HENRY DATE

TINA

...you’re a writer?   Really? What do you write?

SCENE: VICKY SETS UP RICHARD DATE

VICKY

I’m naked baby...I am...I’m wet...come over and see...

PROLOGUE-SCENE: GIRLS GET DRESSED

SCENE: MICHAEL MEETS MONICA

MONICA

Hey come on in.

MICHAEL

....uh these are for you.

MONICA

Oh Michael, these are beautiful, what are they?

MICHAEL

I don’t know...uh...just flowers...

SCENE:  RICHARD AND VICKY

RICHARD

Hi.

VICKY

Hi.

RICHARD

I’m Richard.

VICKY

I’m Vicky.  Come on in.

They go in...long pause.

VICKY (CONT'D)

Is it too dark in here?

RICHARD

No.

VICKY

I like it dark.  I look better in the dark.  That was a joke.

RICHARD

Oh.

VICKY

So what do you want to do?

SCENE: CHARLIE AND KIMMY

CHARLIE

I’m not sure

KIMMY

Well what do you think you want to do?

CHARLIE

Are you sure you’re 18?

KIMMY

I’m 19.

SCENE:  MICHAEL MEETS MONICA

MONICA

...so hows the military case?

MICHAEL THE LAWYER

....its pretty fucking tedious...half the documents you need are classified so...

SCENE: MONICA AND TINA

TINA

You know, you don’t look like a writer.

HENRY

You don’t look like a hooker. 

TINA

That’s funny.  Are you a comedian, too?

HENRY

No, 

SCENE:  RICHARD AND VICKY

VICKY

Are you sure you want to be here?

RICHARD

No.

SCENE:  VICKY AND CHARLIE

KIMMY

Just come in.

CHARLIE

No 

(beat)

Kimmy, you look 15.

SCENE:  MICHAEL AND MONICA

MICHAEL    

...she put on 15 pounds in two months....I don’t want a fat wife.

MONICA

I can’t hear you...

MICHAEL

I said i don’t want a fat wife.  I don’t want a fat wife who nags me about the ice cube trays and refuses to give me a blowjob...

SCENE: MICHAEL AND MONICA

VICKY

Do you want a blowjob?

RICHARD

No.

VICKY

You don’t want a blowjob?

RICHARD

No.

VICKY

Well that’s a first.   I never met a guy who didn’t want a blowjob.

SCENE: TINA AND HENRY

TINA

You’re not looking for a free blowjob are you? 

HENRY

No.

TINA

I let this one writer come over and interview me..and after 5 minutes he was begging for a blowjob.  He offered me a piece of the profits if I gave him a blowjob. 

HENRY

So did you do it?

TINA

I don’t like men.

HENRY

Oh.

TINA

Are you disapointed?

HENRY

No.

TINA

I mean I like men but I don’t like men you know what I mean.

SCENE:  CHARLIE AND KIMMY

CHARLIE

I just really don’t want to go to jail.

KIMMY

Oh Jesus Christ.

CHARLIE

Well you never  know...

KIMMY

Fine, yes, I’m an undercover cop, you’re under arrest.  

CHARLIE

(believing it)

Are you serious?

SCENE:  TINA AND HENRY

TINA

So what’s your play called?

HENRY

4 Hookers.

TINA

You like that word don’t you?

HENRY

Not especially.

TINA

You’ve said it twice in the last 5 minutes.

HENRY

You don’t like it?

TINA

It’s okay...

SCENE:  RICHARD AND VICKY

VICKY

Do you want to sit?

RICHARD

Ok.

SCENE:  TINA AND HENRY

TINA

...it’s better than prostitute. I prefer whore myself but hooker’s fine, I guess. 4 Hookers...it’s an ok title I guess. 4 whores.  That’s hard to say.  4 Whores.  4 Hookers.  Its interesting.

HENRY

I might change the title.  I was thinking of calling it Charlie the Sex Addict Meets Four Hookers but I think that’s a bad title...its too long.

TINA

What is it again?

HENRY

Charlie the Sex Addict Meets 4 Hookers.

TINA

Yeah that’s too long...how bout just Charlie the Sex Addict.  Or Sex Addict...I like that...Sex Addict..that’s good...just call it Sex Addict.  Or Charlie.  I like that.  Charlie.  How bout Charlie?

SCENE: KIMMY AND CHARLIE

KIMMY

Charlie, how bout you show me your license and I’ll show you mine. Is that fair?

CHARLIE

Fine.  But my picture is really bad so don’t make fun of me.

SCENE 4: TINA AND HENRY 

TINA

So have you written alot of plays.

HENRY

I’ve written a few.

TINA

Is it gonna be funny?

HENRY

I don’t know...I haven’t even started it yet...I’m just doing research.

SCENE:  MICHAEL AND MONICA

MICHAEL

...this morning she was screaming at me cause I didn’t refill the ice cube trays.  I never refill the ice cube trays and she knows that...but for some reason this morning she decides she wants to make a big issue out of it...  

MONICA

Is she still in therapy?

MICHAEL

Twice a week.

MONICA

Is it working?

MICHAEL

It’s expensive. I can’t go anymore.  

SCENE:  VICKY AND RICHARD

VICKY

This is my bed.  Do you like it?

RICHARD

It’s nice.

SCENE:  MONICA AND MICHAEL

I can’t sit there twice a week and talk about it.  All she wants to do is talk about it.  It’s been three years. It’s in the past.  I want to move on.  I can’t talk about it anymore. I told her that and she said I was heartless.  She said I was a typical heartless lawyer.  

MONICA

Has it really been three years?

MICHAEL

Three years in August

MONICA

I’m really sorry.

MICHAEL

Well there’s nothing to be done.  Its over, she’s gone.  I try not to think about it.  But Sherrie can’t let go.

SCENE:  KIMMY AND CHARLIE

KIMMY 

So you want to fuck me really hard...you want to pretend to choke me but you’re not really gonna choke me but I’m gonna make choking sounds like I’m really being choked and then I’m gonna pretend to die....you want me to act like I’m dying...so then I’m dead and I’m supposed to lay really still like I’m dead...then you’re gonna take a camera out and take pictures of me and then your just gonna leave?  Is that basically, right?

CHARLIE

Basically.  Is that okay.

SCENE:  TINA AND HENRY

TINA

So what’s your first question?

SCENE:  TINA AND RICHARD  

VICKY

Are you okay?

RICHARD

Yes.

VICKY

You’re very handsome.

RICHARD

Uh...thank you...Vicky

VICKY

Your welcome, Richard.  Does everyone call you Richard or do people call you Dick?

RICHARD

Just Richard.

VICKY

Never Dick?

RICHARD

No.

VICKY

Can I call you Dick? You can call me Vick.

RICHARD

I prefer Richard...Vicky.

VICKY

Okay, Richard.  I like your hair

RICHARD

Thank you.

VICKY

Do you like mine?

SCENE: TINA AND HENRY

TINA

That’s a boring question? Ask me something else. 

HENRY

It’s just background information

TINA

Why don’t you write a movie

HENRY

Excuse me.

TINA

It just seems weird to me that you’re writing a play...why not a movie?

HENRY

Because I write plays.

TINA

But wouldn’t it be better as a movie?

HENRY

I don’t know.

TINA

Wouldn’t more people see it.

HENRY

I don’t know Tina...I write plays...I don’t write movies.

TINA

Do you like Julia Roberts?

HENRY

I haven’t really thought about it.  Do you?

TINA

I don’t like actresses.

HENRY

Why not?

TINA

I use to date an actress.

HENRY

A famous actress?

TINA

Oh God no...more like a wanna be actress...she did one of the cinemax sex movies and the next day she thought she was a movie star.

HENRY

Whats her name?

TINA

Vicky.  

SCENE:  TINA AND RICHARD 

VICKY

Can I feel your head?

He nods yes.

SCENE: HENRY AND TINA

TINA

After she made the Cinemax movie she changed her name to MzVicky but I refused to call her that.  MzVicky... with a Z.  MzzzzzzVicky . She said she liked the way it sounded.  Shes insane.

SCENE:  TINA AND RICHARD  

VICKY

I like the way it feels.  Ummmm...sexy.  I should make all my boyfriends shave their heads.

SCENE:  HENRY AND TINA

HENRY

Do you have a girlfriend now?

TINA

No.  Do you?

HENRY

No.

TINA

Are you gay?

HENRY

No?

TINA

Are you sure?

HENRY

No.

TINA

Do you want to be?

HENRY

No.

TINA

My brothers gay.

HENRY

Well that’s good.

TINA

Why?

HENRY

Why what?

TINA

Why is it good?

HENRY

I don’t know.

TINA

Well why did you say that?

HENRY

I don’t know.

TINA

Believe me, it’s not good.  He doesn’t even know he’s gay.  But I know.  It’s sad.

HENRY

But you’re gay, too?

TINA

I’m not gay?

HENRY

I thought you were.

TINA

I never said that

HENRY

I thought you said that

TINA

I said I like women...I didn’t say I was gay.  Theres a big difference.  I like cock.  I don’t like men.  There’s a big difference. Do you know what I’m saying?

HENRY

Not really?

TINA

Have you ever sucked a cock?

HENRY

No. 

TINA

Never?

HENRY

Never

TINA

I don’t believe you but it’s fine.

HENRY

I swear I’ve never sucked a cock.

TINA

You’d look good with a cock in your mouth.  Oh relax.  I’m just fucking with you...ok next question

SCENE:  VICKY AND RICHARD

VICKY

Do you like it?

(beat)

It feels good doesn’t it?  

Richard nods yes.

SCENE:  TINA AND HENRY

HENRY

Tell me more about that actress you were dating?

TINA

Oh, she’d be a good character in your play.  Shes psychotic.  Shes a pathological liar. 

SCENE:  VICKY AND RICHARD

VICKY

Some guys don’t like having their heads touched.  I hate those guys.  

SCENE: TINA AND HENRY

TINA

Shes a drug addict.  Shes HIV positive.  Shes a thief.  She’s a lot of fun but you can’t trust her. 

SCENE:  VICKY AND RICHARD

VICKY

...you know some bald people I know have really greasy heads.  It’s so gross.  They want me touch it but I won’t...I say, “I’m not touching your greasy head.”

SCENE:  TINA AND HENRY

TINA

We use to advertise together.  TagTeamSluts. We were supposed to split the money 50-50.  But she’d collect the money before I got there and she started lying to me about how much we got. 

SCENE:  VICKY AND RICHARD

VICKY

One time this guy wanted me to grab the top of his head while he ate me out but I didn’t like his head so I made him pay extra,

RICHARD

How much.

VICKY

20 bucks.  Thats fair right?

RICHARD

I don’t know.

SCENE:  KIMMY AND CHARLIE

KIMMY

It just seems very weird...your gonna leave... your come back in an hour and your just gonna walk in and throw me on the bed and pretend to rape me.  Have you done this before?

CHARLIE

Yes.

KIMMY

Was it good.

CHARLIE

Well only if you lie really still afterwards...you really have to look dead or it doesn’t turn me on...if your moving it ruins it.  Can you lie really stil and act like your dead?

KIMMY 

I’m not an actress.

SCENE:  VICKY AND RICHARD

VICKY

Do you watch Cinemax?

SCENE:  CHARLIE AN VICKY

CHARLIE

It’s not acting...it’s just laying there...but I want you to keep your eyes open...like this ok...

He demonstrates.

CHARLIE (CONT'D)

...you see how my eyes don’t move.

He does it again.

CHARLIE (CONT'D)

Can you do that?

KIMMY

...that looks creepy.  Charlie you’re a freak.

CHARLIE

But do you think you can do it?

KIMMY 

Lemme see the money.

CHARLIE

Why?

KIMMY 

Just lemme see the money.  Come on.  I don’t wanna get raped and killed and not get paid for it.

SCENE:  MONICA AND MICHAEL

MONICA

Okay, I’m ready.

Monica comes out dressed as a nun.

MICHAEL

Oh, you look great.

MONICA

Really?

MICHAEL

Oh yes.  Stunning!

MONICA

Thank you.  Okay...are you ready?

MICHAEL

Are you?

MONICA

Yes.

He takes a book out and hands it to her.

MONICA (CONT'D)

Hmmmm...a new one.  Is it good?

MICHAEL

It’s pretty good.  I’ve had it for a while. Chapter 4 Page 57.

MONICA

Father Farkle stared at the nun’s naked ass.  The cheeks were firm and well-rounded.  The flesh was creamy and smooth.  Father Farkle wet his lips, as a horny smile appeared on his face.  Dishing out penance had never been so much fun before.  Sister Mary Magdelene cooed and wiggled her butt.  Father Farkle parted the squirming butt cheeks with his leather-clad fingers.  He inspected the girl’s butt crack.  “Mmmmm...just right for  spanking...,” he grunted with satisfaction.  “I’m going to beat out every last one of those demons from your filthy heathen flesh.”

SCENE:  TINA AND HENRY

HENRY

And where’s Vicky now?

TINA

She’s still working.

HENRY

And does she tell her clients that she’s HIV positive.

TINA

Nope?

SCENE:  VICKY  AND RICHARD

VICKY

Do you wanna kiss me?

He nods yes...they kiss

SCENE:  TINA AND HENRY

TINA

Does that scare you?

SCENE:  VICKY AND RICHARD

VICKY

You’re a very good kisser.

RICHARD

Thank you.

VICKY

You have nice arms.  I can feel your heart beating.  You’re a little nervous aren’t you?  A little bit?

RICHARD

A little bit.

SCENE:  CHARLIE AND KIMMY

CHARLIE

Do you have a white night gown or a white slip?  

KIMMY 

Um...no....I don’t think so.

CHARLIE

How bout off-white?

KIMMY

Ummm....I have a blue one.

CHARLIE

Well I have a white one here okay...so go put this on okay....

SCENE:  VICKY AND RICHARD

VICKY

Have you done this before?

RICHARD

What?

VICKY

Been with a girl like me?

RICHARD

No.

VICKY

But you always wanted to?

RICHARD

I guess, yeah.

VICKY

Do I look ok?

RICHARD

Yes.

VICKY

I just got my nails done...do you like ‘em?

RICHARD

Yes.

VICKY

Take your shirt off.

He does.  He is wearing dog tags.  She looks at them.

VICKY (CONT'D)

What are these?  

RICHARD

Just tags...

VICKY

Are you in the army?

RICHARD

Marines.

VICKY

You’re a Marine?

RICHARD

Yeah.

VICKY

I’ve never been with a marine before. I dated a guy in the navy but I never had a Marine.  Thats why your hairs so short right?

RICHARD

Yeah.

VICKY

Do you like it?

RICHARD

My hair?

VICKY

No, the Marines.

RICHARD

Oh, it’s ok.

VICKY

Is it hard?

RICHARD

No it’s easy

VICKY

Is it hard?

RICHARD

Welll some people think so...but I don’t.

VICKY

So is it hard?  Is it?

She reaches between his legs.

SCENE: MICHAEL AND MONICA

MONICA

The jism was bubbling up, preparing to shoot like a geyser from the stranger’s thick hard fuck rod.  “You want my jism up your cunt, bitch?,” George gasped.  Mary replied,  “Yes! Yes!  Fill me to the brim with your cum.”

SCENE: TINA AND HENRY

TINA

 So what about you?  Have you ever paid for sex?

HENRY

No, I couldn’t do that

TINA

Why not?

HENRY

I just couldn’t pay for it.

TINA

Do you like food?

HENRY

Yes?

TINA

Do you ever pay for it?

HENRY

Yes.

TINA

Do you feel bad afterwards?

HENRY

No.

TINA

Do you have a car?

HENRY

Yes.

TINA

Do you like it?

HENRY

Yes.

TINA

Did you pay for it?

HENRY

Yes.

TINA

And do you need sex?

HENRY

Yes but I just couldn’t pay for it.

TINA

But why not? 

SCENE: CHARLIE AND VICKY

KIMMY

How do I look?

CHARLIE

Oh you look great...Okay I’m gonna take off and I’ll be be back within the hour...

KIMMY

Ok...

CHARLIE

Oh...and I’m gonna use this knife... but its rubber...see...

KIMMY

...wait ...you didn’t mention a knife...

CHARLIE

I forgot...

KIMMY  

I don’t know about a knife...

CHARLIE

...Its rubber...its just a toy

KIMMY

I don’t know...I...

CHARLIE

,,,it’s from Toys R Us...it’s just a toy...it’s for kids.

KIMMY 

It looks real...

CHARLIE

I won’t touch you with it ...I just want to pull it out and see you be afraid of it...

KIMMY

....ummm...I don’t like it......

CHARLIE

Well I need to threaten you with something...you know...I want you to be scared...

KIMMY

Just use your voice....like just use a scary voice ..you know what i mean?....just act scary and I’ll be scared, okay?   I’ll act really scared....

CHARLIE

Okay fine fine...I’ll be back within the hour...and don’t lock the door okay?

SCENE: VICKY AND RICHARD

VICKY

Have you ever killed anyone?

RICHARD

No.

VICKY

But you know how right?

RICHARD

Sort of.

VICKY

If you wanted to kill me how would you do it?

RICHARD

I wouldn’t.

VICKY

But if you wanted to?

RICHARD

I don’t know.

VICKY

Yes you do. 

RICHARD

I don’t want to kill you.  I want to kiss you.

They kiss.

VICKY

Turn around

She runs her fingernails all over his back.  He moans.

VICKY (CONT'D)

See...they come in handy.

He turns back around  They kiss some more. She starts to begin a blowjob but he pulls her back up.

VICKY (CONT'D)

No?

He shakes his head no. They stare at each other for a long time...she plays with his chest.

VICKY (CONT'D)

So what do you want to do?  What?  You can tell me.  

He runs his hands along the fabric of her bra.

VICKY (CONT'D)

You like this bra?

He nods his head yes.

VICKY (CONT'D)

You want me to take it off?  Or leave it on?  Tell me what you want.  Don’t be shy.

RICHARD

(after a huge pause)

Can I try it on?

Long pause

VICKY

Of course.

She slowly takes it off. He puts it on.

VICKY (CONT'D)

You look sexy honey. Do you feel sexy?

He doesn’t respond.  We don’t know what he’s thinking.

MUSIC CUE: TAKE A WALK ON THE WILD SIDE BY LOU REED

SCENE: MONICA CONTINUES TO READ FROM THE BOOK

...as the music is playing

SCENE:  KIMMY AND CHARLIE

...as the music is playing...Kimmy is combing her hair...Charlie comes in..she drops the brush...he hold his hands up in a threatening way...she is “terrified”...he goes over and throws her to the bed...unzips his pants...fucks her...chokes her..she chokes...as the music is playing...

SCENE:  MONICA CONTINUES TO READ 

Michael is jacking off in his pants...he cums as Charlie cums...as the music is playing...

SCENE:  KIMMY AND CHARLIE

...Charlie cums...Kimmy is now “dead”...Charlie gets out his camera and starts shooting her.

SCENE:  MICHAEL AND MONICA

MICHAEL  

...you read it perfectly...you should be an actress.

SCENE:  CHARLIE PHOTOGRAPHS KIM

CHARLIE

Kimmy...you’re moving.

KIMMY

Sorry.

CHARLIE

You’re still moving.

KIMMY 

Sorry.

CHARLIE

Don’t blink.

KIMMY

The camera can’t tell that I’m blinking.

CHARLIE

I know but I can..

KIMMY

It’s hard not blinking.

CHARLIE

Just try to be as still as you can.

KIMMY 

I am...Jesus!

CHARLIE

Kimmy don’t argue with me...your dead...you can’t argue when your dead. Please..I’m almost done...Just open your eyes...wider...let your mouth hang open a little bit....yes...like that...perfect.

She lies very still.  He fnishes his photographs...he is strangely satisfied...he gathers up his things and leaves...she continues to lay there until he is long gone.

SCENE:  TINA AND HENRY

TINA

See, I look at sex like food or gas or clothing...its just another one of lifes necessities but it’s the one neccesity people get fucked up about.  Nobody feels guilty about buying groceries but they feel guilty about buying sex. I don’t understand it.  I really don’t.  Animals don’t have hang ups about sex, so why should we?

HENRY

Sex is complicated...

TINA

But why?  Why is it complicated.  It doesn’t need to be.  Why do people get all freaked out when sex is involved?

SCENE:  RICHARD AND VICKY

He freaks out about the bra and leaves.

RICHARD

It’s not what I thought it’d be.

VICKY

I think it looks cute.

RICHARD

Can you take it off please.

VICKY

You look sexy in it.

RICHARD

Take it off.

He tries to take it off himself.

RICHARD (CONT’D)

Can you help me please

VICKY

Relax baby...

RICHARD

I don’t like it. I’m sorry. I don’t like it.

He takes it off.

VICKY

Are you okay?

RICHARD

I didn’t like it.

VICKY

Ok.

RICHARD

I need to go.

VICKY

Are you sure?

RICHARD

Yes.  It was fun but I need to go.

He starts to put his shirt and jacket on.

SCENE:  MONICA AND MICHAEL

Michael is putting on his jacket

MICHAEL

So is Polly okay?

MONICA

Oh she’s great.  She’s at Kathys today.  Kathy has a swimming pool. All she wants to do is swim.  She’s obsessed with water.  So I guess we’ll be at the beach all summer...

MICHAEL

Well that’ll be fun.

MONICA

Oh no...I hate the beach

MICHAEL

You do?

MONICA

Hate it.  Too much sand.  It’s overwhelming.  I just feel so overwhelmed by all that water and sand.  And the tide just keeps coming and going.  It never stops.  It exhausts me watching it. And I hate going in..it could just sweep you away...it’s scary...I thought you knew I hated the beach.

SCENE:  RICHARD AND VICKY

RICHARD

So, how much do I owe you?

VICKY

We didn’t do anything.

RICHARD

 Is 60 okay.

VICKY

60?

RICHARD

80?

VICKY

What do you think I’m worth?  Pay me what I’m worth?  How bout you pay me 150 and I won’t tell the Marine Corps about your little fetish.

He is mortified.

VICKY (CONT’D)

I’m joking.  I’m joking.  I don’t even know your last name.

RICHARD

I need to go.  All I have is 120...is that okay?

VICKY

Just give me 60.

RICHARD

Thank you Vicky you were very nice.  But I need to go.

VICKY

So was it scary?

RICHARD

No it was fine. You were nice.

VICKY

No I mean the crash.  Was it scary?  Floating in the ocean all alone?

RICHARD

I don’t know what you’re talking about?

VICKY

I watch the news...I like the weather...I do more business when it’s raining...I watch the news everyday...its the only thing I like on TV...you were that guy werent you?  You were the guy who was in that crash...

RICHARD

No. I wasn’t.  We all look alike.  It’s the haircut.  I need to go.

VICKY

Come back, sometime.  Okay.

RICHARD

Okay.

MUSIC CUE-YOU BETTER SHOP AROUND

SCENE: TRANSITION 

During the music Henry arrives at Kimmys...Vicky gets dressed to meet Michael...Tina gets ready for bed and goes to sleep.  

And during the next scene Richard arrives at Monicas.

SCENE: MONICA AND RICHARD 

MONICA

So how long you been in the military?

RICHARD

3 years.

MONICA

Wow...do you like it?

RICHARD

Yes, ma’m I do.

MONICA

Ma’m... I like that...you’re very respectful...your parents must love you.

RICHARD

Uh...sometimes.


MONICA

Do they worry about you?

RICHARD

Not really.

MONICA

Oh I’m sure they do...if my son was in the army I’d be a nervous wreck.

RICHARD

I’m in the Marines.

MONICA

Oh.

RICHARD

Theres the Army, Navy, Airforce and the Marines...I’m a Marine...we’re the ones you call when you want the job done right.

MONICA

Whats the difference?

RICHARD

Between what?

MONICA

Army, navy, marines...

RICHARD

There’s a huge difference.

MONICA

Like what?

RICHARD

Everything.

MONICA

Like what?

RICHARD

It’s hard to explain...

MONICA

Well try.

RICHARD

It’s complicated ma’m.

MONICA

You don’t want to tell me.

RICHARD

We’re not supposed to do this.

MONICA

You’re not supposed to talk about it?

RICHARD

No...visiting you...it’s illegal...we have differerent rules...you can get discharged for adultery...people who aren’t in the corps don’t really understand, Ma’m.

MONICA

So what do you want to do?

RICHARD

I don’t know.

MONICA

You know most men when they come over they just want to jump right in...but you seem like you aren’t even sure you want to be here.

RICHARD

That’s true ma’m.

MONICA

Do you want touch me?

RICHARD

I think I should go

MONICA

Wait...what’s wrong.

RICHARD

I just think I should leave if that’s ok.

MONICA

Did I upset you?

RICHARD

No

MONICA

You don’t like me?

RICHARD

No ma’m you’re very pretty.

MONICA

I’m too old for you? Is that it?

RICHARD

No...I just..I just don’t think this is me...ok?

MONICA

Have you eaten today?  How bout I make you a sandwich?  I’ll make you a sandwich...and then you can go...hows that?  I like you Richard...I like the way you call me ma’m...I like the way you say it...how ‘bout a sandwich?

RICHARD

Ok.

MONICA

Here have a seat...I’ll be right back...you like everything?  Tomatoe, lettuce, mayo...?

RICHARD

Yes ma’m.

MONICA

I’ll be right back.

SCENE:  MICHAEL AND VICKY 

VICKY

Why didn’t you tell me on the phone that you wanted me to read to you?

MICHAEL   

I don’t know...I didn’t think it would be a big deal.

VICKY

It’s not a big deal, I just don’t like to read.  I’m not into it.  I don’t enjoy reading. I use to read all the time but i don’t like it anymore. I was valedictorian in high school and we had to do alot of reading so...you know...I’m a great reader but I just don’t enjoy it anymore...I’m sorry I’m just not in to it.

MICHAEL  

What if pay you a little extra.

VICKY

Don’t insult me.  It’s not about money for me.  I have plentty of money,  Do I look like I need a little extra money?  I’m not reading to you.  I’m sorry.  I’m not a library.  My dad use to read me when I was little.  It was boring.  It put me to sleep.

MICHAEL 

Were you close to your dad?

VICKY

What kind of question is that?  That’s none of your business.  

SCENE:  HENRY AND KIMMY  

KIMMY

Was I molested?  No.  Was I beaten?  Are they alcoholics?  No.  I got pregneant.  No big deal.  It happens all the time.  I was 16.  I did not want to have a baby so I had an abortion and it kind of devastated them.  Well actually it really devastated them.  I’m their only daughter...I think they felt it was there only shot at a grandkid or something.  They just really freaked out.  It got really ugly.  I thought they’d get over it but they didn’t...everyday they’d look at me with such contempt. I could see the hate in thier eyes when they looked at me. Everything became about the baby that I killed...I was a murderer.  I was evil.  I was heartless.  I was going to hell.  I had destroyed their lives, that’s what they told me.  So I left.

SCENE:  MONICA AND RICHARD 

MONICA

If you were my son  I would be very proud of you

RICHARD

Do you have any kids, mam

MONICA

I have a 6 year old daughter...do you think that’s weird?

RICHARD

No.

MONICA

She doesn’t know what I do...I keep her protected...I’m a pretty good mother.

RICHARD

I’m sure you are mam.

MONICA

How’s your sandwich?

RICHARD

It’s very good.

MONICA

You want another one?

RICHARD

No ma’m...but thank you.

MONICA

Will you say that again, please...please, “no mam but thank you.”

RICHARD

No ma’m...but thank you.

MONICA

Do you have brothers and sisters?

RICHARD

I have a sister.

MONICA

Oh that’s nice...you guys stay in touch...?

RICHARD

Yes ma’m...we’re very close

MONICA

What does she do?

RICHARD

Shes going to school...shes gonna be a dentist assistant...like not the dentist but the other person.

MONICA

She must be very smart.

RICHARD

Yes she is, ma’m...she’s much smarter than me.

MUSIC CUE: PAINT IT BLACK

SCENE:  CHARLIE AND TINA 

...he breaks in and pretends to rape her then kill her. He puts blood on her face.  

TINA

Wait, stop, what is that?

HENRY

It’s fake blood.

TINA

No but what is it?

HENRY

It’s corn syrup.

TINA

i thought you were gonna use ketchup.

HENRY

It’s corn syrup...it’s what they use in the movies?  

TINA

Does it have food color in it?

HENRY

Yeah, you mix it yourself...

TINA

No way...no fucking way...I don not want food color on my face...

HENRY

It’s harmless.

TINA

Bullshit...didn’t you ever color easter eggs when you were a little kid?  It stains.  My face’ll be red for a week.  I want it off right now.  This session is over.  I am not happy.   You need to go.

SCENE:  MONICA AND RICHARD 

MONICA

Now I want you to be careful out there, ok?

RICHARD

Yes ma’m.

MONICA

Don’t get shot or something.

RICHARD

Yes ma’m.

MONICA

Use your condoms.

RICHARD

Yes ma’m

MONICA

And whenever you need another sandwich you’ll call me up, okay?

RICHARD

Yes ma’m I will.

Start music cue here

MONICA

Ok Richard you take care.

RICHARD

Thank you Mam.

Richard exits.

MUSIC CUE: JIMMY DURANTE-MAKE SOMEONE HAPPY

Monica is alone in her room.  She thinks about the Marine and masturbates with a vibrator.  

SCENE: TRANSITION 2

During the music Vicky gets dressed to meet Michael...Henry arrives at Vickys...Richard shows up to meet Michael for his deposition.

SCENE: HENRY INTERVIEWS VICKY 

HENRY

...hmmm...well that’s very interesting....you’re very honest.

VICKY

Always...it’s the only way.

HENRY

...so...um...if you had like...if you had an STD or something...

VICKY

...which I don’t...

HENRY

I didn’t say you did I said if...it’s just a general question...I ask everyone the same 20 questions...so if you had like an STD of any kind would you tell your customers?

VICKY

What the fuck do you think?

HENRY

I don’t know...I’m asking.

VICKY

Of course, I would tell them what the fuck is wrong with you, what do you think, I’m like one of those 20 dollar  crack-whores on Sunset who fuck for a free slurpee...please...
I can’t belierve you even asked me that.

HENRY

I didn’t mean to offend you.

VICKY

Well who do you think your talking to?  I use to make movies for Cinemax...people know me in this city...you know what I’m saying...it’s like...do you watch the news...

HENRY

Of course.

VICKY

So you know the weather, right?  You know how if you change the channel you see different people doing the weather...

HENRY

Uh-huh...

VICKY

But the weather doesn’t change from channel to channel only the people do...get it?  You know what I’m saying?  Its like people think, “oh call girl..escort...she must have a million diseases...no...I’m sure some girls do but most of us don’t...I’m saying that every girl you meet may be a hooker but that doesn’t mean they all have the same problems...you know what I mean...but they all have problems...they just have different problems...get it...I’m a weatherman but I’m not every weatherman.

HENRY

But what problems do you have?

VICKY

What does that mean?

HENRY

You said everyone has problems...

VICKY

Yeah...?

HENRY

So what problems do you have?

VICKY

I don’t have any problems.  

HENRY

Well you said they all have problems...

VICKY

I said they, I didn’t say me...I”m doing great.  I meant people.  People have problems.  People are fucked up.  Why do these men come to me?  I have no idea.  But most of them are fucked up.. they want to escape...they want to be someone else for an hour...they want to do things with me they can’t do with their wives or their girlfriends...I had a Marine last week...a certified United States Marine...haircut, little dog tags..everything... the whole nine yards...and what did he want?  What do you think he wanted? 

HENRY

I don’t know.

VICKY

...he wanted to try my bra on.  And he did...so the next time you see military men on TV invading some country picture them all in womens bras and panties ...thats what men want...they want to be woman...people are sick.

SCENE:  MICHAEL DEPOSES RICHARD

RICHARD

My left ear still bothers me sometimes....sometimes it throbs and I have to lie down but thats about it...

MICHAEL

And are you still seeing a chiropracter?

RICHARD

No...everything’s fine....and they paid for eveything so I have no complaints.

MICHAEL

But you do know your military career is over, right, you do understand that?

RICHARD

I’ve known that for two years, sir...what’s your point?

MICHAEL

You know my point, Richard...I think you should sign on with us...you’re involved either way...you’re gonna have to testify wether you want to or not...it’s not just gonna end cause you want it to...these families want answers...these parents are never gonna see their sons again...can you imagine being a parent and knowing you’re never gonna see your child again?  Think about that...this lawsuit isn’t about money...

RICHARD

Everythings about money.

MICHAEL

Not this, Richard, it’s about resposiblity...it’s about negilgence and fraud and rekless disregard for peoples lives....what you were involved in was more than just a minor mishap...

RICHARD

I know what I was involved in, sir...I was involved in an accident....

MICHAEL

It was more than an accident.

RICHARD

It was an accident period...that’s all...a training accident....you don’t sue the US Marine Corps over an accident....if those guys were alive today they’d be digraced knowing that their families were trying to make a quick buck by suing...and hiring lawyers and ...going after the Marine Corps.

MICHAEL

Richard you’ve seen the paperwork, you know two of those mechanics falsified rfeports.

RICHARD

No, I don’t know that.

MICHAEL

Yes, you do.

RICHARD

Do you have any more questions for me? Cause I don’t like lawyers and I don’t like this room and I have more important things to do than to help you get rich.

MICHAEL

(overlapping with Rich)

Richard, you will have to testify you know that right?

RICHARD

I have nothing to testify about.....

MICHAEL

You’re the only survivor.

RICHARD

But I don’t remember anything  I’ve told you that...we were up...everything was fine...the sky was blue....the next thing I know i’m floating in the ocean....I don’t remember anything....you think I’m happy?   Eve since I was 8 years old all I dreamed about was growing up and joining the Marine Corps...did I want to be discharged?  Fuck no...am I angry? Yes I am.....do I wake up somedays I do....do I worry, I’m not gonna turn on people that I respect just because my life got fucked up....when you join you sign your life away....you agree to have your life fucked up...I got what I signed on for.

MICHAEL

So what are you gonna do now?

SCENE:  VICKY AND HENRY

VICKY

I’m gonna go to school....I’m not gonna do this forever...I’m not stupid...alot of girls kind of lose it and get hooked on drugs and all that but I know what I’m doing. It’s nice to be in control of your life.  I am in control.  I love it.  I do.

HENRY

I believe you.

VICKY

No you don’t.  I hate when people don’t believe me.

HENRY

I believe you

VICKY

Ask me if I’ve ever been arrested.

HENRY

Have you ever...

VICKY

No I have not.  Ask me if I’ve been raped or beaten up or hit?

HENRY

Have you ever been?

VICKY

No, I have not.  Ask me how much I make?

HENRY

How much?

VICKY

I make 300 dollars an hour.  300.  Dollars.  An Hour.  Now you look at me and you tell me what problems I have.  I see your speechless.  Does that mean we’re done?

SCENE: CHARLIE AND MONICA 

Charlie is all in black:  black turtleneck, black ski mask, black pants,black shoes.

MONICA

...I’m just not comfortable...I don’t mind a little rough sex.... but the ski mask...I just...It’s just not my thing...I’m sorry...

CHARLIE

What if I take the ski mask off?

But he doesn’t take it off. 

MONICA

...no...I’m sorry...no...it just really bothers me...I’m sorry...I hate to disapoint you...I thought I could do it but I can’t...I have a daughter...

CHARLIE

What does that mean?

MONICA

Charlie, remember when we first met and you were shy and I  told you you were handsome and you said, “thank you”, you said “thank you...thank you”, remember that?

CHARLIE

Yes.

MONICA

...and we would just sit on the couch and make out...like two high school kids...remember that...and you talked about your girlfriend who sold that breast stuff and how she wouldn’t touch you and all you wanted was to be touched...remember that?

CHARLIE

Yes.

MONICA

What happened?  How come kissing isn’t enough aymore.  I’m not judging you I’m asking?  Have you thought about this stuff?  I mean when you were a little kid did you really fantasize about growing up and stabbing women.  Is this like a life-long fantasy thing for you or is it recent...I think you should talk about it.  It’s so violent.  It scares me.  Fear is only exciting to young people.  I use to love going to horror movies and doing Halloween and all that but when you get older you don’t want to feel scared...I mean you have no choice as you get older...you’re forced to be scared so I don’t want to invite it in...you know what I mean...am I making any sense.

Long pause.

CHARLIE

Ok, what if I give you like an extra two hundred dollars?

Monica pauses.  Thinks.

CHARLIE (CONT’D)

How bout 300?

MONICA

Cash?

He nods yes.  

MONICA (CONT’D)

You have an extra 300 dollars on you right now?

SCENE:  RICHARD AND TINA  MEET-SCENE 1

TINA

Hey, come on in.

RICHARD

Hey.

They hug....they are very happy to see each other.

TINA

Come in.  Come in.   Wow.   Richard you look great!

HENRY

So do you.

TINA

Oh I look awful...I’m so busy at school.

HENRY

How much longer do you have?

TINA

1 year and then I’m certified...so when you need your teeth cleaned you just call me up.

SCENE: CHARLIE SHOWS UP TO KIMMYS 

CHARLIE

Hi Kimmy.

KIMMY

What the fuck are you doing here?

CHARLIE

I want to see you?

KIMMY

You can’t just show up unannounced...what are you retarded?

CHARLIE

I miss you.  You look nice. Can I come in?  I have 400 dollars.

SCENE:  HENRY AND MONICA 

HENRY

One girl I interviewed told me about a guy who wanted to get wrapped up in saran wrap...like a mummy...completely wrapped...mummified...have you ever done that?

MONICA

No, but I’ve heard of it.

HENRY

Would you do it?

MONICA

Sure why not?  If he paid for the saran wrap.

HENRY

But why do you think it’s a turn on?

MONICA

I don’t think you can explain sexuality like, “oh my dad beat me so I like to be beaten.”  Or My mom made eat Bananas so I like to fuck myself with a banana.  In the end I don’t think anybody can really explain why we want what we want. Do you?

SCENE:  CHARLIE AND KIMMY 

KIMMY

I’m not in to it!  Last time I had a little bruise on my neck.  I told you to go easy and you didn’t.

SCENE: RICHARD AND TINA

TINA

So hows the military life.

HENRY

No complaints.

TINA

How’s you ear?

HENRY

Oh, it’s fine.

TINA

So you’re all better.

HENRY

100%

TINA

I talked to dad two nights ago.  I guess he wanted to fly out but Mom doesn’t want fly anymore but dad doesn’t wanna  drive so they had a big fight about it and they called me to referee. 

HENRY

So what’s new?

SCENE:  MICHAEL AND MONICA 

MICHAEL

Sometimes she opens her mouth...and the things she says...and the sound of her voice...I want to kill her....it’s a feeling of rage...it’s like road rage...but in the living room.  Yesterday she said,”if it wasn’t for you, our daughter would still be living here.”  She said,  “if you werent so busy suing everybody maybe you could do something about finding our daughter.”  She thinks I should hire a detective.  What do you think?

SCENE: TINA AND RICHARD

TINA

I think Aunt Jennifer is getting her stomach stapled.

RICHARD

Who told you that?

TINA

Mom told me last week...I think she’s doing it in March.

RICHARD

Is she still 400 pounds?

TINA

She might be more.  She never leaves the house

SCENE:  MICHAEL AND MONICA 

MONICA

I think you should touch me.  I think you need to touch me.  Just touch me.  Please.  No sex.  Just touching.  Why can’t we touch?

MICHAEL  

You know why, Monica.  I’m sorry.  I won’t be a hypocrite.  I won’t be one of those guys who pretends to be a family man...he goes to church, he makes a good living but he’s living a double life.  He’s cheating on his wife.  He’s cheating on his taxes.  I know those guys.  They’re miserable.  I love my wife.  i can’t cheat on her.  What we do here, Monica...it’s just words.  Words don’t mean anything.  Only actions matter.  I believe that.  And I believe God believes that.  I believe in God, Monica.  We can’t hide from him.  We can’t hide what we do.   It all comes out eventually.  Do you understand what I’m saying?  I respect you, Monica....I don’t see other girls...only you.  I respect you.  But I need you to respect me, too.  Please...just read the book.

MONICA

I don’t want to read today, Michael.  I’m sorry. I want more.  Just one kiss.  Please.

MICHAEL  

I don’t pay you to pressure me, I don’t like being pressured.  I have pressure at home, I have pressure at work.  I have pressure driving on the 405.  You’re starting to sound like my wife.  I don’t like being nagged.  So I kiss you, and then what?  Then you’ll wanna fuck...then you’ll want me to divorce my wife.  Then you’ll want to get married.  Then you’ll want a family, and a dog and a car and a more kids and one day I’ll wake up and you’ll be fat and you’ll be nagging to me to refill the fucking ice cube trays every fucking day.  I see where this is going.  I have to go.  Why couldn’t you have just been happy with the money?  Why wasn’t that enough?  Women like you, you always want more.

SCENE:  VICKY GOES TO TINAS APT.

VICKY

I won’t stay long...I just wanted to tell you that I know you told that stupid playwright that I was HIV positive.  You did didn’t you?

TINA

Absolutely not.

VICKY

I don’t mind ...it’s just that I can’t believe you told him that.

TINA

I swear to God I did not tell him that?

VICKY

Well it doesn’t matter because I’m not HIV positive.  I told you was HIV positive cause I wanted you to feel sorry me.  I’m not HIV positive.  I’m sorry I lied to you.  But I am not HIV positive.  Okay?  You understand.  I just thought we should clear that up.

TINA

Okay.

VICKY

So why did you tell that fucking playwright that I was HIV positive?

TINA

I swear to God I didn’t.

VICKY

You’re a fucking liar, Tina.  I’m just looking for one person on this planet who can talk to me without telling me a fucking lie every five fucking minutes.  Just one person, Tina.  And I guess you arent that person.

SCENE:  MICHAEL ON PHONE    

He is setting up a date.

MICHAEL 

I want her to be very young?  But over 18.  And she needs to be able to read.  

SCENE:  RICHARD CALLS KIMMY

RICHARD

Do you like men in uniform?

KIMMY

What kind of uniform?

RICHARD

I’m a US Marine.

KIMMY

Really?

RICHARD

Yes, ma’m.

KIMMY

Ummm....I’m only 19...okay...so don’t call me mam.

RICHARD

I’m sorry.

KIMMY

I don’t like it.

RICHARD

Okay.  

KIMMY

But I like your voice.

RICHARD

So can I come over?

KIMMY

I don’t know...I’ve had a shitty day...and I have some freak coming over at 5:30.

RICHARD

Why is he a freak?

KIMMY

He wants me to read a book to him,  He sounds stupid.

SCENE:  MICHAEL ON PHONE

MICHAEL  

5:30?  Perfect.  And whats her name?  Kelly?   Ok...and my names Raymond.

SCENE: TINA  AND HENRY 

HENRY

So did you read it?

TINA

I read it.

HENRY

And....?

TINA

I think it’s disjointed.  Act 1 is all about that breast product thing, and Jessica and Karl, but then they disappear and act 2 is all about hookers.  It’s like two different plays but Charlie’s in both so it’s not exactly two diferent plays.  I don’t know.  It’s disjointed.  What do you think?

HENRY

I want to know what you think?

TINA

Well I don’t care about the characters.  I knd of liked the Marine but maybe that’s because my brothers a Marine.  But the Michael character, the lawyer, with the missing daughter and the wife that he hates...it’s just depressing.  I don’t like how he just walks out on Monca.  I think they should get together.  I think he should leave his wife and move in with her...that’s what I think...he could support Monica and her daughter and they could all be happy...I think that would be sweet.   Whats wrong with happy endings?  The way it ends now...I just feel bad for Michael...it just leaves us hanging.  I mean he finds his daughter but then what?  Do they reconcile?  Do they fight?  Do they talk?  It just ends.  I don’t like that.  I think they should talk.  Are you okay with all this?

HENRY

Yes, of course, go on.

TINA

And the Charlie character really bothers me.  I think it’s gross.  He kills Vicky but I feel like you just kill her off because she’s so unlikable but wouldn’t it be more interesting to have him kill me or Kimmy.  It’s good to have somebody die but not Vicky. You’ve got to change that.  I think you should let Vicky live.  I mean she’s HIV positive...I think thats enough for one character to have to deal with it.  But going back to the Marine.  He’s too repressed.  So he tries the bra on...so what?  I think when he goes to Kimmys he should get completely dressed up...and it really turns Kimmy on and then Kimmy and the Marine start seeing each other and then they get married and live happily ever after just like Monica and Michael....I want everyone to be happy.  I mean Henry you say your straight but it’s like the play was written by a gay man...it’s almost anti marriage....or anti-heterosexual....it’s like...”look at these fucked up heterosexuals...aren’t they funny”.....nobody’s happy....again...don’t be afraid of the happy ending.  I mean it’s your play, do what you want but that’s what I think.

HENRY

Anything else?

TINA

I just expected more. Henry.  I thought it would be better.  When you hear the title you think Charlie the Sex Addict Meets 4 Hookers...hmmm...that’s gonna be fun but there’s so much sadness...all the characters need prozac...and the playwright especially...you haven’t finished him. He finishes the play, he gives it to my character to read and that’s it.  I think they should have sex.  I think my character should figure out that you have a secret fetish and then we act it out.

HENRY

What secret fetish?

TINA

You know.

HENRY

No, I don’t.

TINA

It’s so obvious.  Page 47

(reading)

One girl I interviewed told me about a guy who wanted to get wrapped up in saran wrap...like a mummy...completely wrapped...mummified...have you ever done that?

MONICA

No, but I’ve heard of it.

TINA

Would you do it?

MONICA

Sure why not?  If he paid for the saran wrap.

TINA

But why do you think it’s a turn on?

MONICA

I don’t know.  I don’t think you can explain sexuality like, “oh my dad beat me so I like to be beaten.”  Or, “my mom made me eat Bananas so I like to fuck myself with a banana.”  I don’t think anybody can really explain why we want what we want. Can you?

TINA

Can you?

MONICA

Can you, Henry?

HENRY

You’re right.  The play is horrible.  I’m not a writer.  

A very long awkward pause.

HENRY (CONT’D)

I just wanted to meet you...I wanted to meet people like you...I’m fascinated by what you do...you’re right, I’m not a writer...I work at Kinkos.  I’m sorry.  I think I should go.

TINA

Hold on...open your back pack...open it...open it .

He opens it up and it is full of boxes of saran wrap...

TINA (CONT’D)

Do you always carry around this much saran wrap?

HENRY

No.

TINA

...it’s what you want, isn’t it?  To be wrapped up.  Protected.  You want something to hide behind....the way you hid behind the play....

She takes a roll out...upwraps it...tears a piece off...

TINA (CONT'D)

Do things look better through  saran wrap...do I look safer...?

She slowly moves closer to his face...she kisses him through the saran wrap...they kiss passionately but separated by saran wrap...she takes his shirt off...undresses him...and then she slowly begins to wrap him up in the saran wrap as the next scenes continue......

SCENE:  RICHARD AND KIMMY

RICHARD

I want to take it off...I want to show you something...but I don’t want you to laugh, okay?

KIMMY

Okay.

He takes his uniform off to reveal that he has womens underwear on.

RICHARD

What do you think?

Kimmy is stunned.

KIMMY

i’ll be right back?

She goes and gets the white slip....puts it on him.  Continues to dress him up.  She is dressing up her  Ken dolll as a Barbie. She stuffs his bra , etc.  She loves it.

KIMMY (CONT'D)

You need a litle lip gloss.  Do you mind?

(puts it on)

Baby, you look sexy.  

RICHARD

Really?

KIMMY

Yes.  When I was little I use to dress my Ken doll in Barbie clothes.  It really upsert my parents.  they said Ken doesn’t like it.  But you like it, right?  You look like my Ken doll in Barbie clothes.  Its sexy.  It’s really turning me on.  Oh my God, I’m so turned on.  Why am I so turned on?  Oh my God!  Can I put these on...do you mind?  Are you sure?

She puts on his fatigues.

KIMMY (CONT’D)

Do I look like GI Joe?

RICHARD

No.  You look like someone I knew.  You look like Sargeant Karl Anderson from Provo, Utah.  He was a nice guy.  He died in an training accident.  You look just like him.

KIMMY

Was he sexy?

RICHARD

Yes.

SCENE:  MICHAEL ON PHONE

MICHAEL

Hey honey, it’s me...I’m stuck at the office...I have a meeting at 5:30 but I should be home by 7 okay?  I just wanted to check in.  Ok.  I’ll see you at 8.  I love you, too.   

SCENE:  RICHARD AND KIMMY

KIMMY

You need a name.  How bout Jennifer?

RICHARD

No. I have an Aunt named Jennifer.  She weighs 400 pounds.  She’s getting her stomach stapled.

KIMMY

Okay...how bout Jessica?  I knew a nice woman named Jessica once. Well I never knew her but we talked on the phone.  She was sweet.  Can I call you Jessica?

RICHARD

Can I call you, Karl?

SCENE:  VICKY AND CHARLIE

VICKY

Can I call you Charles?  I don’t like the name Charlie.  I had a dog named Charlie....he was really vicious...we had to put him to sleep. He bit the heads off all my dolls.

CHARLIE

Ok.

VICKY

So Charles, how hard are you gonna choke me?

CHARLIE

Pretty hard? I want it to feel real.

VICKY

Just don’t kill me or anything.  

(laughing)

That would suck huh?

CHARLIE

It’s just got to feel real.  And then after your dead, I’m gonna have sex with you.  So after about 20 seconds of choking I want you to feel the life draining out of you and then let your body go limp and after your completely limp then I’m gonna have sex with you, okay.   But don’t react, okay.  Just lay there dead?

VICKY

I’m not worried about being dead, I’m worried about the choking.

CHARLIE

Just say spaghetti.  If I’m choking you too hard, just say spaghetti and I’ll stop....that’ll be the safe word....

VICKY

Spaghetti?

CHARLIE

Spaghetti.  Okay get in bed.  I’ll be right back.

SCENE:  CHARLIE AND TINA

Henry is now completely wrapped...

TINA

How do you feel Henry?  Do you feel safe?  It’s like a giant condom, isn’t it? 

SCENE:  RICHARD AND KIMMY

They are fucking like rabbits.

RICHARD

Oh Karl, oh fuck me, Karl...fuck me...

KIMMY

Oh Jessica...yeah,,,,oh yeah baby...Oh Jessica, you got a hot pusssy...Oh God, Oh God.

RICHARD

I’m cumming, karl....I’m cumming...

They both cum....then collapse in exhaustion.

SCENE:  VICKY AND CHARLIE

Vicky is “asleep”.  Charlie slowly sneaks in.  Vicky is stll “asleep”.  He slowly gets to her....then all of a sudden...begins to choke her...she makes choking sounds but the choking becomes more real...more violent more intense...

VICKY

Spaghetti...

...but he ignores the word...she can barely speak...

VICKY (CONT’D)

Spaghetti...

He continues...

VICKY (CONT’D)

Spaghetti....spaghetti....spaghetti...

She is fighting for her life.....all of a sudden she grabs the phone next to the bed....

VICKY (CONT’D)

SPAGHETTI, YOU MOTHER FUCKER!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!

She hits him...BAM...on the side of the head with the phone.  He flies off her and on to the floor.  He doesn’t move.  She runs to the kitchen gets a knife....comes back...he still isn’t moving...she looks at her knife...its only a steak knife...she goes back for a bigger one...this time it’s a butcher knife...

VICKY (CONT’D)

Get up.  Get up.  Get up and get the fuck out.  Get the fuck out right now you sick piece of shit.  Hello?

She kicks him but he doesn’t move.  She kneels down to listen to his chest.

VICKY (CONT’D)

Oh fuck.  Oh fuck!

SCENE: CHARLIE AND TINA

She licks his chest.

TINA

I think you would be happier if you were really touching me...isn’t that what you really want?  Don’t you want the real thing?  I think we should take it off, Henry. 

He nods no.

TINA (CONT’D)

You want to stay wrapped up like that?

He nods yes.

SCENE:  VICKY CALLS TINA

VICKY

Tina, are you there?  If you’re there...please pick up...I’m in deep shit.  Please pick up...I don’t want to go to jail again...you’ve got to help me...pick up the phone...I think I just killed somebody...Tina?  Oh thank god...its me, Vicky...can you come over right now?

SCENE:  RICHARD AND KIMMY

KIMMY

I have an appointment at 5:30.  But I want you to come back.  I want you to spend the night.  No charge.   Will you come back, Jessica.

RICHARD

Yes I will...Karl.

SCENE:  TINA AND CHARLIE 

TINA

Henry I have to go...I’ll be back in a few hours...I need to borrow some of the saran wrap..is that, ok?  Do you want to wait for me or should I unwrap you first and you can leave...what do you want to  do?

HENRY

(mumbles something...)

TINA

What?  You’re gonna stay here?

HENRY

(mumbling)

TINA

All wrapped up?

HENRY

(mumbling))

TINA

I don’t care but it might be a few hours...are you gonna be okay?

Henry nods yes.

TINA (CONT’D)

Are you sure?

Henry nods yes again.

TINA (CONT’D)

Okay, I’ll be back soon.  Don’t go anywhere.

And Tina leaves.

SCENE:  MONICA ON PHONE

MONICA

Michael, it’s me Monica.  I tried calling your office but they said you already left.  I feel really bad about today.  Don’t disappear on me, Michael.  I’ve been depressed all afternoon.  Please call me.  Please.  Or just stop by.

SCENE: TINA AND VICKY AND CHARLIE

Knock knock knock...

VICKY

Who is it?

TINA

It’s me,

She opens the door.

VICKY

Tina...this is fucked up...he attacked me...he was choking me...

TINA

Is he dead?

VICKY

I think he is...what should we do...

TINA

I don’t know...

VICKY

I don’t want to go to jail again....

TINA

You’re not gonna go to jail...just relax...

VICKY

Should we call an ambulance?  

TINA

Why?  He’s already dead.  We have to get rid of the body...

VICKY

That never works...don’t you watch CSI...they always figure it out...

TINA

But no one knows he was here...there’s no connection...he’s wearing gloves...a ski mask...there’s no fingerprints...no hair...no motive...we just have to make sure the body never pops up...

VICKY

How do you do that?

TINA

We cut him up into little pieces and we sprinkle him all over LA...we smash the teeth so no dental records can be checked...we drop him in the ocean bit by bit...a few pieces at a time...once a week...it’ll be slow but it’ll work...

VICKY

I don’t know how to cut up a body...

TINA

How hard could it be?   You just start chipping away til there’s nothing left.  Come on, Vicky.  Don’t think about it...just do it.  Just pretend he’s somebody we really hate, like Osama Bin Laden or Hitler or Justn Timberlake.

SCENE:  KIMMY AND MICHAEL

Kock knock knock,,,,Kimmy goes to the door,,,she opens it...Michael is standing there with flowers.  It is her father.  They are both speechless.

KIMMY

Oh my god...how did you find me?

MICHAEL 

Are you Kelly?

KIMMY

Are you Raymond?  Are you my 5:30?

MUSIC CUE-SEAL-CRAZY

Fade to black

Lights up Curtain Call

THE END.
